The following motions or topics were discussed:

Discussion - Ken Watson is to purchase articles which will be for
sale at the annual Judicial Conference meeting in May. They will
be as listed -

T-shirts - 20 size medium, 55 size large...will buy at
$5.00 each and sell at $6.00;

Button shirts'- 75 size large...will buy at $8.00 each
and sell at $10.00;

Hats - 25 mesh...will buy at $3.50 and sell at $4.50;
Hats - 25 military...will buy at unknown price;

Cups - 25 ceramic...will buy at $4.00 each and will sell
$5.00. ’

Discussion - Prospective members may sign-up at the May conference
but need not pay dues at that time;

. Ken Watson had samples of membership cards and certificates and pins;

"Ernie Dalton and Judy Heet are to bring typewriters to the May
conference;

Discussion - Ken Watson noted that there are existing problems with
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the need to not upset judges in any attempts to correct. Steve Wills
remarked that he would like to see such meetings open to line officers,
also;

Discussion ~ Ken Watson pointed out that the Association is the first
time that money has been available just for probation. He voiced the
concern that some chief probation officers may not turn information
about the Association over to their line officers. District represent-
atives will be the key to direct contact with line officers.

Discussion - Guy Tevis and Steve Wills met with some of the people

in Marion County who were involved with the movement there to have
input on the subsidy bill by hiring a lobbyist. They expressed the
fear that the Association was just for Chiefs. They felt their efforts
were being overlooked. The money gathered there went to Doug Simmons.
The group wanted to be involved with the Association and are willing
to turn the money over to the Association. They indicated, however,
that they wanted a monetary consideration on their annual dues

because they would be turning over that money. They have a balance
of $430 and would like a $5.00 discount on dues. Of their total
monies, they spent $500 on a lobbyist and $20 on a filing fee. They
may have some additional expense occur because of postage. The
Association would gain about 60 to 80 people. The lobbyist would
remain on the payroll.

Gary Williams - Stated that having a lobbyist may cause a
conflict with judges and perhaps using the Judicial Center
would be wiser.

Steve Wills - Suggested that those who participated in the
Marion County group could have a $10 discount on dues. - :

Ken Watson - Stated that the Association would take a loss
if the Association gave that much break.

Steve Wills - Reported that the Marion group felt that the
Association was primarily for Chief Probation Officers.

Motion - Make verbal recognition of the Marion County's efforts
at the Judicial Conference in May. Passed.

Motion - Give everyone who donated to the Marion County group
(Probation Officers of Indiana)a $6.00 credit to membership
dues who desire to join. Steve Will§ made and Guy Tevis
seconded. Motion carried with the exception that credit
will not be given until the group's remaining monies are
Placed in the Association's account.

Motion - Treasurer's report given. Ken Watson made motion to
accept and Bill Phillips seconded. Motion carried.

Discussion -~ Ken Watson and Doug Brouwer that membership cards
and pins as well as possibly bylaws will be available for
membegs at the May conference.
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he was to send out to chief officers. He is to have extra copies
available at the May conference.

01d business -~ corrections to the minutes of the last meeting are
as follows:

1. the money which is being held by the Marion county
group for a lobbyist was given to them from the
Indiana Correctional Association-rather than the
Judicial Center and;

2. the Association will allow that same group to join
their remaining monies with the Association rather
than request the money. -

Motion made by Ken Watson for approval and seconded by Steve
Wills. Motion carried.

Discussion - payment of Holiday Inn room and refreshments will be
paid by the Association.

Discussion - Ken Watson noted that if the Association hires a lobbyist
than tax exempt status will change.

6 Discussion - Decision was made to purchase a corporate seal and a
corporate book.

Bylaws were than addressed and final corrections made.
