? Executive Board Meeting
November 19, 1986

The meeting was held at the Marion County Juvenile Court
The meeting was called to order by President Ken Watson at 1:20p.m.

Board Members Present:
Ken Watson, Ernie Dalton, Lori Crandall, Doug Brouwer, Dave Welter, Dallas Duggan,
Mike Tevis, Mike Ellis, and Ernie Gravatt. Also attending was Steve Wills.

Board Memebers Not Present:
Mary Kay Fleming and Tom Thurston.

Minutes
Minutes to the October 29, 1986 meeting were approved as written.

Steve Wills and Ken Watson reported on their findings regarding printing costs for
stationery. Various printing formats were passed around and discussed. The board
decided by consensus to go with Allen County Printing. Their cost for 1000 volumn
letterhead and envelopes was $60.00. The board decided on getting 2000 for $98.00.

Dallas Duggan reported on the goal questionnaire and results. A hand-out was dis-
tributed that showed the differing numbers of certified probation officers in the
state by districts according to our survey as opposed to the Indiana Judicial

Centers count.

‘ Dave Welter reported that Candice Hannon is working on the survey for POPAI. She
currently is working on the part that is concerned with placement costs. Dave also
related that the survey will include issues dealing with retirement, PERF, and
insurance. He stated that the survey should be ready for distribution by Jan. 1,1987.

Membership: Dallas Duggan and Mike Ellis have been working on this area. They have
devised a rough draft of cover letters and the memebership application. Two letters
were written, one to members and one to non-members.

Once the final draft is finished, Ken will get coples to the district representatives.

It was decided that membership applications recieved after December 1,1986 would be
considered memberships for 1987. Mike Ellis wiil look into getting Certificares of
Membership. Ken and Doug Brouwer will be checking into getting new membership cards.

Federal Probation Officer Placque : Steve Wills reported that he had talked to
officials in the department about the placque. He reports that the children's

fund is in good shape and that both a placque to the family and to the department
were acceptable. The placque to the department will be hung in the probation
department of the federal building. A formal presentation is being planned.
Mike Ellis moves that POPAI spend no more than $50.00 on the two placques together.
Ernie Dalton seconded the motion and it was carried. Steve Wills and Ken will
be checking on the design and cost.
Treasurer's Report: Doug Brouwer presented a treasurers report. The following is

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Legislative Bills:
Ken passed out packets containing the DOC Report of Offender Population Character-
istics. Also included was a hand-out on the Committment Percentage by County for
.kf)oth males and females. Mike Tevis questioned which counties were getting DOC
unds and what was causing the increase in D felonies regarding the number of facil-
ities going from 11 to 22 in number.

Intensive Probation Bill:

Rough draft of bill was handed out. The Judges were opposed to the original 13
member council so the bill was modified on page 2, line 7. A big issue for this
bill is the cost factor. The bill is inclusive to provide for no suspended
sentences and no plea bargains.

The program will have 3 officers at a salary of $18,300 and one clerical position
at a salary of $13,000. They will provide services for 30 offenders.

Mike Tevis suggested that more information is gained about Vicky Brown's program
with Indiana State Police.

Subsidv Bill:

The bill will start in the Senate sponsored by Sen. Ed Pease.

One major change with the bill as is at this point is that minimum salaries will

be added. There is no cost of living clause. The figures currently listed do

not include benefits. One question that arose is that; if there is only one officer
in the county, what 1s his title?

Copies of the bill will be sent to all the Cheif Probation Officers to share with
their staffs.

If passed, funding would go through the State Auditors Office.

Diane Shea of Cities and Counties states their group is in favor of the bill.
he Judges are also backing the bill. This is the first time the Judges have backed

‘egislation that supported something for someone else.

Mike Tevis shared with the board a letter that he wrote and presented to the BAR

Assoclation of Shelby County. The letter was in support of the subsidy bill and

was signed by the BAR Associatlion of Shelby County. The letter was sent to Rep.

Kiley and to their local representatives. Every county is encouraged to do the

same with their local groups.

All probation Officers are encouraged to contact their legislators and encourage their

support. Also encourage the support of the judges and local city-county councils.

Be sure to mention that POPAI supports this bill.

Doug Simmons, our lobbyist, will set up a meeting with Kiley for $150.00.
Lori Crandall or Steve Wills wil] try to get the new booklet of legislators from
Legislative Services.

Minors and Alcohol Bill:

The prosecutors are opposing this bill.

Regarding the incarceration of17} year old offenders, an attempt 1s being made to
raise the number of days from 30 to 90 days.

NEW BUSINESS:

Clerk's Bill:

This bill is sponsored by Richard Bray. It can be damaging to probation funding.

There is a clause in the bill that would lump all fees (i.e. probation users fees,

alcohol program fees) into one fund. Each group would get a percentage of that
.one-- and ai; ooy left over would ¢, into the general fund.
