LEGISLATIVE BILLS:

Minors consuming and possessing bill passed the House 80-0.
HB 1023 1is a plea bargain bill that states a PSI is not needed in Class D felony cases.

HB 1028 allows the court to sentence those convicted of murder to prison without
parole or good time served in some cases when the victim is a child.

HB 1029 increases the prison term for some drug offenders.

HB 1125 requires juvenile courts to suspend the drivers licence of offenders
who truent from school.

HB 1163 Clerk's Bill: attempt to reform the court fee system. This bill would
recind the user's fee bill that went through last year.

HB 1199 would estabolish a 5 year study commission on probation and the correctional
system. The survey will be very important if this goes through. This
bill could also put all other probation bills on hold.

HB 1204 Raises the Judges salaries from $50,000 to $60,000.

SB 463 SUBSIDY BILL
Moody will sponsor the bill when it gets to the House.
Although there is no cost of living index in the bill at the present time,
that can be ammended in at a hearing.
1f the bill has difficulties in the Senate Budget committee, it can be
sent through with out the funding. This would force the city-county
council to fund the salaries mentioned in the bill.

SB 465 Intensive probation Bill. This excludes Juveniles. - s
