Ernie Dalton will be getting an updated list of new probation officers from the
Judicial Center. He will distribute those to the board members. Doug will send
a copy of his card file to the Secretary and the appropriate card copy to each
district representative.

ELECTION:

All odd numbered districts are to have elections this year. District 8 will also be
included since there 1s currently no representative.

Lori will update the letter of intent to run for office.

The letter of intent is to be submitted 60 days prior to the election.

30 days prior to the election a slate of candidates should go out to the membership.

PROBATION ARTICLES:

PERF LETTER:
Ken will draft a letter to the Probation Officers Advisory Board about the Perf issue.

Lori will then send it to Mr. Dalton, President of that group.
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A copy of the policy was passed around at the meeting. This is a liability policy
written specifically for probation. This policy is a pilot project with the
juvenile part of probation. Ken will make copies of the policy and get them out to
board members to read over.

OCTOBER MEETING:

Lori will check on the date and time schedule with ICA. POPAI needs at least two
hours. The meeting will be open to all probation officers not just members.

Ken will extend invitations to Senator Pease, Representative Bray and Lobbyist

Doug Simmons. Elections will be held and any position papers available at that
time will be presented to the probation officers. Ken will give a POPAI update
relating what the association has done over the past year and some of the accomp-
lishments. Two of the major accomplishments are; getting the Judicial Conference
to focus more on probation and getting the recognition of the judges. Most import-
ant of all this past year was getting the subsidy bill through the Senate.

ICA JOURNAL:

POPAI has been approached about having an article and ana advertisment in the 1987
ICA Journal. The board decided that because they have been so supportive of POPAI
that we would take out a } page advertisement at the cost of $85.00. Ken and

Steve will also colaborate on an article about POPAI for the journal. Both of those
items need to be to the editor by July 1, 1987.

BY-LAWS:
Each board member should review the by-laws of the association to determine if
any changes need to be proposed.

COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS:

This is our primary concern at this time. We have recieved the most opposition and
competition from this group. Chris Maloy is the new DOC head of Community Corrections.
Lori will make copies of the Statute regarding C.C. We want to know what the

statute says, what the DOC guidelines are for C.C., and the extent of their

funding. Steve Wills will look into this issue and try to find out what he can.
