SECRETARY 'S REPORT:
Steve Wills moved that the minutes be approved as written. Mike Ellis seconded the

motion and it was passed.

TREASURER'S REPORT:
Doug Brouwer presented the financial report.

Dallas Duggan moved the report be accepted. Steve Wills seconded the motin and
it was carried.

ANNUAL CONFERENCE:

Ken will send letters to Chief Justice Shepard and/or George Glass at I1JC regarding
the relationship between probation and the Judicial Center. Steve Wills suggests
that Ernie request that the probation officers advisory committee meet more often
with the center.

We are going to have to rely on state reports for statistics.

Each representative should talk to the people in each county of their district
about probation and what programs they are doing.

NEWSLETTER:

Ernie will get a list of all thc probation officers and their addresses from the
Judicial Center. We then will send a letter to every officer in the state about
POPAL.

Steve will be putting together a one page newsletter to send out. It will address
such topics as legislation, lobbying, city-county councils, and what POPAl can do
for the probation officers of the state. Steve will be checking into the print-
ing cost. Ernie will ask the Judictial Center for lables and 1f we could send the letters
out using the Center's bulk mailing rate at our own cost.

Dallas Duggan moved that we place a cost on this project at $500. The motin was
scconded by Mike Ellis and the motion was carried.

All board members are to write up something for the newsletter so that Steve can
have some help in doing the newsletter.

MEMBERSHIP:
Ernie will get the complete listing of the probation officers from the Judicial

Center. Lori and Doug will work on the 1988 membership application. The

question was raised again about the eligibility for membership. Doug states that he
hasno way of knowing whether an officer really has their certification or even

a means to check and see if they are reully employed as a probation officer without
checking on each person personally. There is a question about if we don't keep high
standards for membership that we could damage the level of professionalism that we
are trying to increase.
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It was decided that at this point we still will take memberships from those who
mwy not yet have their certification yet. Perhaps part of this problem can be
solved through the format of the application and the cooperation of the Judicial
Center in letting us know who have been certified every month.

CITY-COUNTY RESOLUTIONS:

Allen and Grant Counties have got the resolution passed. Marion and Porter are

having a difficult time. Many of the other counties don't have the passage in

the works yet. Ernie Dalton suggests that copies be given to the county commisssioners,
auditors, lawyer and any other involved party.

KEN WATSON'S TESTIMONY:

In Ken's absence, Steve Wills reported on the testimony. Steve stated that the
testimony was good and that there were few questions. He stated there was some
confusion as to whether some counties aren't using probation. He further told
the board that the legislators seemed to be interested in getting further infor-
mation from us. Ken needs to gel a paper to Pease by January lst on the State
of Probation.

LAPORTE COUNTY ISSUE:
Candyce Hannon reports that the probation officer resigned. She will contact her at
home and try to get a clearer picture of what happened.

COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS:

Overall the meeting with them was fairly good. There is definitely a need for them
to have our support since their group is diverse and relatively small. We need to
begin checking into the program set-ups of other states. It was also raised that
we as an association are so young that we need time to become more estabolished
before we make political alliances.

INSURANCE POLICY: no report.

POPAI BANNER: no report.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Doug will request reimbursement of $22 from Guy Tevis for stamps that he was given
while still on the board. No mailings were ever sent out so the money was not spent.

Doug will check into Robert's Rules of Order regarding the membership issue.
