The issue of distributing notebooks to new members was moved as acceptable
by Steve Wills. The motion was seconded and passed.

ANNUAL CONFERENCE: NO Report

CITY-COUNTY RESOLUTION:

As of this point the following counties have passed the resolution: Allen, Grant,
Pike, Vigo, and Wells. Although the numbers aren't large it is a fairly good
cross-section of different size counties. Fountain and Dekalb Counties did

not pass the resolution.

CONTINUING EDUCATION:

The Judicial Center cannot endorse the program. The general concensus of the
board is that we should move ahead on the program with IU Continuing Education.
Lori will contact Bonnie Fisher and sece what the next step is to implement this
program. She will also make copies of the topic suggestion survey and the
board will try to narrow down the topics to a workable number.

The board is pleased with the pamphlets regarding the Intervention Training

Program through Fairbanks and our endorsement of the program.

PERF:
Kon Watson had contacted Jim Harris about this issue. He reccived no response

except that some Judges feel it is a local problem.
It was suggested that we may need a piece of legislation to deal with this issue.
We also need to contactthe State Atrvarney General for an opinion.
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PROBATION OFFICER'S ADVISORY BOARD:

We need to get their input on the following issues: PERF, Interstate Compact,
and the Standards and Practices Committee. Dallas Duggan moved that we send a
letter to them requesting these items be placed on the agenda for their dis-
cussion. Lori will send a letter to Ernie as the chairman of that committee.

LEGISLATIVE:

SB 31 introduced by Sen. Costas for intensive supervision.

HB 1121 introduced by Rep. Turpin for intensive probation services.

HB 1129 introduced by Turpin for subsidy. This bill is already dead.

Pease did get a committment from Borst and Mills to support the bill if it came
to the Senate.

The dates for filing for the primary election are from Feb. 4th to March 4th.
Following that final date, POPAI will try to set up a reception or program for
probation and the legislators. Steve Wills and Lori Crandall will be doing the
ground work for this event with Doug Simmons.

Senator Pease has opposition this year and we don't want to lose him. POPAI can
contribute to his campaign but it is unknown wether individuals can contribute.

Mike Ellis really needs to get the support of those officers in his district

who are in Sen. Pease's district. It is also unknown whether a probation officer
can run for office or contribute individually. Mike Ellis moves that the Attorney
General's office be contacted for an opinion on those two cases. It was seconded
and passed. Ken will ask Doug to approach Senator Pease about this. Senator

Pease is the logical person to pose the question and the most likely to get a timely
answer back from the Attorney General.

ICA will be contacted to help with the legislative reception. President Neil Hannon,
present today, gave his support for the idea.

Do P.0.'s have arrest powers? Do they have authority to apprehend individuals?
What is their liability in these issues? Can legislation be drawn up to address

these issues? Steve Wills will talk to Jeff Berkovitch about this and respond
back to the board.

HB 1014 would estabolish County Correctional Maintenance Funds. This would be a
work release program run by the Sheriffs. . ’

SB 49 introduced by Monk. Adult Bill about Victim Impact Statements.

There is also a bill about putting a lein against those who don't pay restitution.

POPAI BANNER: No report.

INSURANCE POLICY: No report

NEW BUSINESS:

Steve Wills reported on a bill that estabolishes a Police Widow's Fund of $50,000.

POPAI should get probationincluded in that.

District Representatives should send out introduction letters for 1988.
