NEWSLETTER:

need to be in to Steve Wills by the July meeting. Please help provide articles.
The next newsletter will include the nominations slate, the proposed by-law
changes, position statements and the out-going presidents message. Articles
may also be done on the Public hearings for the trial court commission.

BY-LAWS:

Jean Franz has set a meeting of her committee in early July. First impressions
through phone conversations are that the committee members held a general
feeling that the membership should be opened to a limited number of people
working in the field and the court system who did not necessarily have the
title of probation officer.
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Ken handed out a copy of the new survey we received from IU. Lori will get
copies out to everyone for their review before the next meeting.

LEGISLATIVE:

The court reform bill will be drafted soon. Lori and Steve will attend the
Commission on Trial Courts hearing. There is also a subsidy bill being drafted
separately, ’

Doug Simmons, lobbyist related that we will fight for subsidy wherever it

is but that he feels the best chance the bill has is if it is in the court
reform bill. He reasons that any bill is easier to pass when the most groups
are in favor of the bill. This recommendation is based on the pretense that
the Judges support the bill.

Doug was asked how we deal with undesireable aspects of the bill if subsidy
is included. He gave the following response. 1. we will argue against
those aspects but... 2. we may be forced to compromise and accept something
we are not wanting to get subsidy.

ICA JOURNAL AND EXHIBIT:

The Journal advertisement has been finished and sent to the editor.
Doug was reminded that we need to send a check to ICA for the annual
exhibit.

INSURANCE POLICY:

Doug spoke with Doug Myers of the insurance company. He is drafting-a letter
to the courts and a copy will be available at the next meeting. He will
also check into developing a liablility policy for probation officers.

CITY COUNTY RESOLUTIONS:
Washington County has passed the resolution.

NON PROFIT ISSUE:

Doug checked with the Secretary of States office on this issue. They say
that having the commedian come in would not effect our non-profit status.
In dealing with the Department of Revenue we need to do the following:
-file application for determination of status

-need to file for Not for Profit IRS form.

POLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS:

Doug Simmons found out that the Judges Association does not give political
contributions and they do not have a PAC. He recommends that we do not give
a contribution of over $100 if we decide to give a donation. He also
brought to mind in-kind contributions.

NEW BUSINESS:

Ken received two letters from the Probation Administrators Office regarding

the problem of unqualified or incapable probation officers going from department
to department. It is not known what can be done about this problem.

The legislative position statement was sent to all baord members . The
issue was tabled until the next meeting.

Kandyce brought up the Bayh-Mutz debate that ICA is trying to organize. She
suggests that POPAI draft questions pertaining to the field of probation

for theat debate as ICA tends to be thought of ascorrections only.

Each board member is to draft 5 questions for the debate and present them

at the next board meeting.
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The meeting was adjourned at 3:15p.m.
