PROBATION OFFICERS ADVISORY COMMITTEE:

The Board met at Turkey Run on 10-14-88 with the Judges Association's probation
committee. There were no major changes in the proposed standards by the Judges.

The Judges did add the following four resolutions:

1. political affiliation should not be a condition of or an impairment of employment.
2. No political contribution should be required for employment as a P.O.

3. Membership or activity in a political party is not prohibited.

4. No probation officer shall be terminated without just cause.

There will be public hearings regardingthe standards. Once they are approved a move
will be made to establish them as statute.

PERF:
Tom reports that the Indiana Civil Rights Commission says that PERF is a political
issue and they can be of no help.

LEGISLATIVE:

Pease has said that the subsidy bill is on the way but we have yet to receive it.
There are 5 bills that are going to be dealing with children's issues.

We need to settle the 1ssue of the lobbyist. A contract needs to be drawn up and
at this point money is a problem.

NEW BOARD VACANCIES:

Due to the recent elections, Steve Wills and Kandyce Hannon will be leaving their
positions as district representatives to serve in executive offices. The board
has filled these vacancies with the following two individuals: Tom Fredricks will
serve District 1 and Randy Mootz willserve District 5. These individuals were
chosen at this time so that they will be familiar with the proceedings when they
take office in January.

NEW BUSINESS:
The board needs to look into having new stationery printed for the new board.
Steve and Doug will look into printing cost for that also.

An ommision from the PO Advisory Board report was that the joint committee are
sending a letter to the Chief Justice requesting a statewide meeting for all judges and
probation officers.

There was discussion regarding the campaign of Ed Pease. The district reps in his
area will try to encourage P.0O.s to vote for Pease. Ken will do newspaper articles
for the papers in those areas. It was suggested that POPAI and community corrections
have a joint endorsement.

It was also suggested that Sen. Pease be awarded our first honorary membership.
