December 6, 1989

Minutes

The meeting was held in the City-County Building and was called
to order by Steve Wills at 12:50 p.m..

1. Secretary's Report

The minutes of the October 25 meeting which had been previously mailed
were unanimously approved as submitted.

2. Treasurer's Report

Doug Brouwer distributed the bank's statement and treasurer's report
which reflected the following as of 12-4-89:

Total $4388.15

It was moved and seconded that the treasurer's report be accepted
and was approved by unanimous vote.

Doug continued his report and indicated that the key fobs and pens
have been ordered and the new letterhead and envelopes had been
received.

Doug distributed a new list of POPAI members by district and his
annual summary of the 1988 Indiana Probation Report published by
the State Court Administrator's Office.

3. Judge Harris' Mandate Hearing

As previously reported, POPAI was asked to testify at Judge Harris'
mandate hearing. The recent ruling upheld Judge Harris' authority
to set probation salaries in his county. An article published in
the Indianapolis Star was distributed. The favorable ruling will
be appealed to the Supreme Court. A quick decision is hoped for.

4. Meeting at the Indiana Girls' School with Commissioner Aiken

This meeting was also described in the last board minutes and took
place on November 13 in Indianapolis. Many organizations and
associations were represented including the Judicial Conference, DOC,
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the Public Defender's Council, the Sheriff's Association, Community
Corrections, ICA, POPAI, and others. 1In general, the purpose of the
meeting was to promote cooporation and coordination among various
criminal justice agencies. Another meeting is scheduled for February.

5. 1990 Legislation

Legislation involving probation subsidy, victim's rights, and salary
repeal were discussed with the latter referring to a bill which

would repeal the judical conference's authority to establish probation
salaries. Sen. Pease is planning to reintroduce the probation subsidy
bill.

6. Miscellaneous
There was no update on the continuing education project.

Prior to the meeting officially being called to order, the board
members prepared the winter newsletter for mailing. The meeting was
adjourned at approximately 3:00 p.m.. The next regularly scheduled
board meeting is January 17 at 11:30 in room 224 in the City-County
Building. o
