TREASURER'S REPORT:

LOBBYIST:

Doug Simmons 1s our lobbyist again. The name of his new businsess is SDS Group Ltd.
We have made a tentative agreement to pay him $5000 in two payments and we have
hired him from 12-1-88 to 11~30-89.

LEGISLATIVE:

Pease has filed the subsidy bill but has not introduced it yet. The Court Reform Bill
has passed the Judiciary and has been re-assigned to Senate Finance. There is some -
question about the salary scale in the bill for probation.

We need to put together a packet to help us when lobbying our own legislators. We need to
update information such as: cost of imprisonment vs cost of probation, caseloads,
turnover, low salaries, etc.
