John Curtis further reported that the Advisory committee was
contacted to work on a workload standard rather than caseload or
cize of staff. Discussion centered on getting a consultant from
the National Institute of Corrections to do a study to try to
begin working on a standard for workload. The Judicial Center
was to begin contacting NIC and other states to gather
information.

Steve Wills added that Judge Harris wants us to start on time
studies.

There was a great deal of discussion concerning the problems with
trying to do a time study and measuring workload. .

Senator Young wants to introduce a victim rights bill. A copy of
the proposed bill was handed out.

Steve WIlls mentioned that according to City Legal the Fair Labor
Standard Act equates probation officers with law enforcement.
