SECRETARY'S REPORT:
One correction was added to the minutes. The Treasurer's report should read $1088.56

rather than $188.56. The correction is made and the minutes are approved as corrected.

TREASURER'S REPORT:
Doug submitted a corrected report for the February financial statement.

CONTINUING EDUCATION:

Angela has had 3 meeting with Indiana University. Here is the itemized report:

5. 1IU is doing a needs assessment to identify the areas of interest of probation.
this will be mailed out in early April.

6. Items to still be considered are cost, time, topics and level of interest.

7. 1U suggests involving ICA, the Judges AssoOC., and the Judicial Center in the
endorsement of the program.

8. Various topics for program development were discussed. Communication with clients
seemed to be a much needed area.

EGISLATIVE:
oug handed out statistics on projected caseloads through the year 2000. He also presented
a handout on the projected increase in split sentence cases.

Subsidy is dead unless {t can be attatched to the Judges salary bill in the Senate.
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e interstate Compact Bill is going well but it does not include juvenile offenders.
HB 1601 the boot camp bill has passed.
Death Benefit Bill - we will try to tack on to the one for state employees or correctional
officers.

In discussing future legislative sessioms and stategies it was determined that there

are a few things we need to work on:

1. we need to have bills ready to give to legislators for the next session.

2. we need to gain the support of the Judges Association. v
3. we need to present our case to the Governor.

4. another suggestion was the possibility of forming a task force with DOC.

ICA ISSUES:

ICA has asked us if we want time at the annual meeting. The boards decision was to
ask for some time at the Probation Caucus but that we did not want to run the caucus.
Steve will send a letter to the ICA President to express our appreciation of their
agsistance in the past.

The issue of the ICA booth was addressed. The cost is $300. We agree at this time
to spend $30 for the morth west district conference. Kandyce and Lori will adress
the issue of the annual booth price with the ICA board.
