Secretary's Report:

The minutes for the April meeting were approved as written.

Tina Cordova, Coordinator of Alcohol/Drug Services for Marion
County Municipal Probation Department was appointed secretary.

Treasurer's Report:
May Treasurer's report was handed out at the conference. The

Doug Brouwer discussed the credits and debits regarding the
comedy Connection.

Hannon second. Treasurer's report was accepted unanimously.

Since Comedy Night was not as well attended as hoped and Popail
lost money it was decided by consensus to investigate what types
of functions probation officers would enjoy having Popai sponsor.

Membership:

The question was posed regarding whether or not memberships paid
by the county can be transferred to a different officer when a
probation officer quits and the position is filled by someone
else.

The $300.00 rent for the booth would be donated back to Popai by
ICA. Motion to have a booth at the ICA conference, Angela
seconds....Unanimous vote.

Steve Wills will contact Denise Gilliland at ICA regarding the
advertisements and the booth. Doug Brouwer will be responsible
for sending the payments.

The Indiana Judicial Center new officer's orientation will be
held on October 17, 18, and 19. We will man a table to promote
Popai. The bylaws, applications and other Popai merchandise will
be available.

Tom Frederick stated he turned in two budgets and
pointed out that there may be a problem due to the fact that
probation officers will be making more than other county
