Following our March board meeting, the P.O.P.A.I. board received some
feedback from members that they were concerned that P.0.P.A.I. was :

6. Letter from Porter County

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A letter from Porter County was received which expressed concerns about i
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people in the state being appointed as probation officers yet not
performing traditional duties of probation officers. Their concerns
were that professionalism will suffer if this trend continues. After

. discussion, the board decided that the president would respond to the
letter sent to P.O.P.A.I. REPORTS, and that the Judicial Center would
be contacted about referring this matter to the Probation Officers
Advisory Committee for further discussion.

7. Continuing Education-State Wide Survey

Angela Parker forwarded a report from I.U. Continuing Studies on the
continuing education survey. In summary, the report included the
following: The most urgent topics were crisis intervention, family
igssues and treatment, and juvenile issues and treatment. The preferred
format was a one day seminar. The best time of the year was judged

to be April or May with the period January through March as second. The
best day to attend a conference was determined to be Wednesday, followed
by Tuesday and Thursday. The two best sites were Indianapolis and
Kokomo. More information from this survey will follow once it becomes
available.

The regularly scheduled P.O.P.A.I. board meeting for May 9th has been
cancelled but the board plans to meet at 10:00 a.m. on May 1l5th at
the Convention Center. T
