THE STEERING COMMITTEE OF THE GOVERNDR’E COMMISSIION
FOR A DRUG-FREE INIIANA WAS CHARGED BY BOV. EVAN BAYH TO
STUDY THE STATE’S ALCOHOL AND OTHER DRUG PROBLEMS AND TO
FREPARE A SET OF GOALS ANL RECOMMENDATIONS FOR
IS CONSIDERATION.

600 FARTICIFANTS THROUGHOUT THE STATE MET ON DECEMBER 7,
1989 AT THE "DRUG SUMMIT" AS WELL AS FOUR REGIONAL SITES TO
FORMULATE GOALS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR A DRUG-FREE INLIANA.

ON JULY 26, 1990 IN INDIANAFOLIS, OVER 300 FARTICIANTS
GATHERED TO REVIEW THE GDALS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FRESENTED BY
THE STEERING COMMITTEE. THE FARTICIFANTS WERE BROEN DOWN
INTO BROUPS CONCERNING GOALS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR: SCHOOL-
BASED FREVENTION, COMMUNITY-BASED FREVENTION AND PUBLIC
AWARENESS, WORKFLACE, TREATMENT, LAW ENFORCEMENT AND JUSTICE
AND CORRECTIONS. THE GROUFS WERE RESFONSIBLE FOR MAKING FINAL
SUGBESTIONS AND CHANGES TO THESE GOALS AND RECCOMMENDATIONS
PRIOR TO PRESENTATION TO GOV. EAYH.

JUSTICE ANL CORRECTIONS FPARTICIFANTS REVIEWED
GOALS AND RECOMMENDATIONS EFFECTING PROSECUTION, COURTS,
(INCLUDING PROBATION), AND CORRECTIONS. PARTICIFANTS INCLUDED
JUDGES, FROBATIONS OFFICERS, FAROLE OFFICERS, DEFARTMENT OF
CORRECTIONS REFRESENTATIVES, COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS
REFRESENTATIVES, FPROSECUTORS A8 WELL AB OTnER RELATED FIELDS.

THE RECOMMENDATIONS THAT WILL AFFEAR TO EFFECT FROBATION
DIRECTLY ARE:

1. IN THE FROSECUTION SECTION, ONE BOAL IS TO EXPERITE
THE FROCESSING OF DRUB CASES. THE RECOMMENDATION TO ACHIEVE
THIS GOAL IS BY ADDING OF COURT PERSONNEL WHICH INCUDES
FROBATION OFFICERS, FROSECUTORS AND FUBLIC DEFENDERS.

2. UNDER THE COURT SECTION, IT IS RECOMMENDED TOR ANY
JUVENILE IN WHICH A FRELIMINARY INGUIRY I8 COMPLETED FOR AN
ACT THAT WOULD EE A CRIME IF COMMITTED BY AN ADULT SHOULDY EBE
EVALUATED FOR INVOLVEMENT WITH ALCOHOL OR OTHER DRUSS. AN
EDUCATION OR TREATMENT FROGRAM INDICATED BY THE ASSESSMENT
SHOULD BE A& FART OF THE DISFOSITION. WHERE ALCOHOL OR OTHER
DRUG ABUSE EBY A FARENT IS FOUND TO BE A CDNTRIBUTING FACTOR
TO A CHILD‘S SUBSTANCE ABUSE PROBLEM, THE FARENT SHOULD EE
RERUIRED TO FARTICIFATE IN A FROGRAM THAT ADDRESSES FAMILY
ALCOHOL AND OTHER DRUG ABJSE.

1T IS RECOMMENDED ALL ADULTS CONVICTED OR FLACED IN ANY
TYPE OF DIVERSION PROBRAM FOR A CRIMINAL OFFENSE IN WHICH
ALCOMOL OR OTHER DRUGS ARE A CONTRIBUTINFG FACTOR SHOULD BE
REGUIRED TO UNDERGO A SUBSTANCE ABUSE EVALUATION. AN
EDUCATION OR TREATMENT PROGRAM INDICATED BY THE ASSESSMENT
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SHOULD BE A FART OF THE DISPDSITION OF THE CASE.

IT IS RECOMMENDED INDIANA SHOULD ADOFT A UNIFORM
PRESENTENCE INVESTIGATION REPORT FORM WHICH INCLUDES THE
OFFENDER’S HISTORY OF SUBSTANCE ABUSE AND TREATMENT TO EBE
USED BY ALL PROBATION DEPARTMENTS.

THE FINAL RECOMMENDATION DIRECTLY EFFECTING PROBATION IS
INDIANA SHOULD PROVIDE STATE FUNDING FOR ENHANCED PROBATION

'GERVICES BY SUFPORTING THE ADOPTION OF THE PROBATION SUBSIDY
