MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 9:40 a.m., and a review of the
membership indicated that we did not have a gquorum.

Secretary's report was received, copies of the minutes were
distributed to members present. John Thorstad moved and Jean
Frantz seconded the minutes be tentatively approved, pending any
amendments when we have a quorum. Secretary's report continued
that contact was made with Cathy Springer of the Indiana Judicial

' Center, and arrangements were being negotiated for a POPAl
meeting after the first day of the Judicial Conference.

Tom Hathaway presented the Treasurer ‘s report, which 18 included
with the minutes herein. Jean Frantz moved and John Thorstad
seconded the approval of the minutes when a quorum is present.
Tom also distributed the House Concurrent Resolution on lobbying,
which is enclosed with the minutes. It 1s believed that the
purpose of this resolution was to return the lobbying efforts
made by i1ndividuals to a status not requiring the level of
reporting that was first thought to be required by the Secretary
of State. Tom reported that new memberships are up and 1t will
be 1mportant that we encourage all previous members to renew
their membership 1n our organization.

Jean Frantz reported that they will be having a by-laws committee
meeting 1n Lafayette, Indiana, on February 27, 1991, at
approximately 9:00 a.m. 1n the Tippecanoe Probation Department.
Persons i1nterested 1n having their amendments heard and reviewed
for the by-laws should make sure that either Jean Frantz, John
Curtis, Tom Poynter, or Jim Priester are aware of your concerns,
These w1ll be avallable for review by the Board at our next
meeting.
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happening very quickly in both the House and the Senate. 1In the
Senate, on Senate Bill 234, included in the Legislative handout
which is attached, that POPAIl was successful through its lobbyist
to have a part of Senate Bill 234 removed. 1In short, this part
of the Bill would have required that judges appoint probation
officers for every child who was suspended or excluded from
school, and placed into an alternative program. This would have
required probation officers also to meet with that child on a
weekly basis. After explaining the fiscal and workload impact of
this legisiation, POPAl was successful in getting this language
removed from Senate Bill 234, Senate B1ll 42 is currently being
combined with other Bills to form a package which would be the
legislative work product of the Barnes Committee Report. 1In
short, this means that it would include Probation Subsidy,
Community Corrections, Preservation of Senate Bill 380, 1in
establishing juvenile alternatives to incarceration, and other
pieces of legislation which are products to the Barnes Report

on Corrections. At the present time, the monies in Senate Bill
42 have been restructured and that as of February 13, 1991,
counties would receive a 84,500 flat-rate reimbursement per
probation officer for each of the first two years as a beginning
step for the process of Probation Subsidy. The language in the
Bill stills says that S0 percent of the user's fees collected
would revert to the State and the other 50 percent would remain
in the counties to be used for Probation services. On the House
Side, House Bill 1717 would remove the authority of the Indiana
Judicial Center to set minimum probation salary standards. This
Bill is supported by the Indiana Association of Counties as a
fallback position in case Probation Subsidy does not pass. We
have already initiated contacts with the Courts and Criminal Code
Chairman, and have requested delay in the hearing of this Bill.
No information is available at this time as to the status of the
3ill. Anyone knowing a member of the House, Courts and Criminal
Code Conmmittee, should contact their representative and ask for a
negative vote on House Bill 1717. Persons interested in specific
information should contact their district representative for
updates.

John Thorstad reported on the success of the Lake County support
by POPAI. Currently., Lake County is receiving information from
the Indiana Judicial Center and the Judicial Conference Probation
Officers committee regarding the language intent of the minimum
salary standards rule. Don Tresnowski, Chief 'Juvenile Probataion
Cfficer in Lake County, expressed his sincere satisfaction and
deep appreciation for the efforts of POPAI and, specifically,
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and for writing letters to the County Council in support of the
Lake County salaries. John Thorstad is to be commended for his
hard work and efforts in this regard.

Angela Parker reported on the Board's original concern regarding
the Indiana University Continuing Education Workshop plan for
spring of summer of 1991. Angela responded to questions raised
by the Board regarding the initial figures outined by Indiana
University Continuing Education for their part of the conference
cost. After reviewing, with the Board, the normal, usual
customary costs as compared to the costs outlined in the progran
proposal, 1t was the Board's opinion that the costs are extremely
fair and Indiana Universaity should be conmended for their efforts
in this regard. The fact remains that the Board was unsure that
we would be able to secure approximately 75 individuals to attend
a one-day training seminar at a cost of approximately 350 per
person, not including lunch. It is proposed that each district
representative will poll the chief probation officers in the
district and find out how many individuals that chief probation
officer would be able to send to a training session currently
anticipated to occur in l1ate August of 1991. I would note that
June through August was the number one time for people wanting to
attend a conference, and secondly, that the cost of the
conference most reasonable for a solid-day professional
conference was S26-850 and SO our 850 cost 1s within that range.
Please outline to the chief probation officers that this —_
conference will be designed specifically for probation officers
to deal with crisas intervention. It is extremely important that
we get this straw-poll completed prior to our next meeting SO
that we will be able to tell Indiana University whether we can
continue on this project. 1f we are not able to secure
approximately 75 individuals who would anticipate attending., then
1t may not be financially within our organization's means to put
on such a conference. 1 would note that the quality of thas
training 18 excellent and it is one of the things that POPAl has
indicated to 1ts members that it would try to braing to the
membership. The Board thanks Angela and nembers of the Indiana
University Continuing Education who have already spent a
considerable amount of time planning and arranging for the
possibility of presenting this excellent conference.

Since we did not have & QuUOTURm., we were unable to vote or take
any action on the District 4 representative. the president will
be contacting the two applicants and discussing with them their
service on the Board and we will make an oral report to the Board

at the next meeting.
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John Baker to be the speaker at the POPAI session at the
conference. The 1ntent to run forms were distributed and need to
be returned by March 15, 1991, to Tina Seacat in Indianapolis, so
that they can go out with the ballot prior to the May meeting.
