Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at
10:20 a.m.

Board Menbers Present: Tina Seacat, President; Jolm Thorstad,
Vice-President; Thamas Frederick, Past President; Jean Franz, Secretary:

Secretary's Report: The July 8, 1992 Minutes were presented. James Priester
moved to approve the minutes as presented. Ruth White seconded. Unanimous

approval.

Treasurer's Report: Thamas Hathaway distributed the August 11, 1992
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Tam Frederick moved to approve the treasurer's report as presented. John
Thorstad secorded. Unanimous approval.

Tham Hathaway reported that POPAT needs to purchase supplies for the 1993
menmbership year. Tam Frederick moved that these items be purchased. John
Thorstad seconded. Unanimous approval.

Camittee Reportss
Detention Camnittee: Tam Frederick reported that the ACA standards for

detention have been reviewed, but that same modifications will need to be
made, Tom anticipates that the standards will be cawleted in appraximately
Decerber of 1992 for review.

Legislative Camittee: Stephen Wills submitted a letter written by him
to Rep. Jack Oottey of Marion County, and a copy of a letter from Rep. Cottey
to the Legislative Services Agency requesting preliminary drafts for bills
concerning Battery of a Probation Officer, death benefits for correctional
professionals killed in the line of duty, and expansion of the statute
concerning pre-sentence investigations to allow them to be shared between
prcbation departments and camunity corrections programs. Steve reported
that the next meeting of the ICA Legislative Camnittee is scheduled for
August 26, 1992 at 9:00 a.m.

Tina Seacat, Steve Willg, and Joln Thorstad were scheduled to meet with
Doug Simmons on August 12, 1992, and Thomas Frederick made a motion that they
be allowed to extend an offer to Mr. Simmons to continue his work as the

seconded. Unanimous approval. John Thorstad suggested that a meeting with
Judge Embry also be scheduled. This will also be discussed with Mr. Simmons.

John Thorstad discussed an idea to increase Court costs in Indiana to
assist in the areas of Prcbation subsidy, and the requested increase in
Judge's salaries. John reported that research shows that Indiana has one of
the lowest Court costs, and that an increase of $87.00 would be suggested.

It was also discussed that the Drug Free Indiana Camission has proposed
that minimum Prcbation supervision be increased to 2 years, ard that they
have been advised that such a proposal would not be supported if they do not
support Prcbation subsidy.

Menbership Cammittee: John Thorstad and Michael Bery reported that Arbor
Hospital of Indianapolis is a new a Corporate Member of POPAT.

Education Camittee: Tina Seacat reported that she is attempting to
contact individuals to chair this camnittee.

District Meetings: It was reported that the Prcbation Officers Advisory
Board of the Judicial Conference is having district meetings, with one
scheduled in Valparaiso, Indiana for November of 1992, Tina Seacat suggested
carbining a POPAT District Meeting along with a training session, and it was
agreed that this would be a good idea.

Prcbation Officers Board Of The Judicial Center: Tam Frederick reported
that the Advisory Board is near to accepting a standardized Pre-sentence
Investigation and that they are also reviewing training for Prcbation
Officers. The Wage and Salary Camnittee is also gathering information from
the surveys distributed at the Anmual Probation Officer's Meeting in May.

American Probation And Parole Assocciation Menmbership: John Thorstad will

be attending the APPA meeting in St. Louis, Missouri at the end of August, at
which time they will be voting on POPAI's affiliate membership.

Retirement of Angela Parker: Tina Seacat reported that a retirement
party for Angela Parker is being held by the Monrce County Prabation
Department on August 14, 1992. Tam Frederick moved that a certificate of
appreciation be sent to Ms. Parker fram POPAI for her service to the Board.
Tam Poynter seconded. Unanimous approval.

ICA Fall Conference: It was reported that the cost for a booth at the
ICA Fall Conference, to be held on Octcber 28, 29, and 30, 1992, in South
Bend, Indiana, will be $375.00. Joln Thorstad made a motion that POPAI
purchase a booth at that conference. Tam Poynter seconded. Unanimous
approval ..
