Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at
10:45 a.m.

Board Menbers Present: Tina Seacat, President; John Thorstad, Vice-President;
Jean Franz, Secretary; Thomas Hathaway, Treasurer; Mary Jane Walsworth,
District 1 Representative; Michael Berg, District 2 Representative; Ruth

Secretary's Report: The November 18, 1992 Minutes were presented. Jolm
Thorstad moved to approve the minutes. James Priester seconded. Unanimous
approval.

Cammittee Reports:

Detention Cammittee: No report was submitted as Chris Cunningham advised
that the ACA standards are still being reviewed by the Department of
Corrections.

Legislative Camnittee: Tina Seacat reported on legislation concerning the
lowering of the legal limit for drunken driving to .08%. Discussion followed
concerning POPAI's position on this matter, and Tam Poynter will contact Drug
Free Indiana while John Thorstad will contact the American Prdbation and
Parole Association for information and studies on the impact of this on other
states where this legislation has been enacted. John Thorstad and Tam
Frederick continue work on the Prdbation subsidy legislation. Tina Seacat is
still investigating information concerning Prabation Officer liability, and
Joln Thorstad reported on possible legislation concerning the liability
issue. Tina Seacat further reported cn legislation concerning increasing the
term of Prcbation for Misdemeanors to 2 years, and the reintroduction of
legislation concerning victim notification with Prcbation Officers being
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the Department of Corrections, and discussion followed as to why this should
be done by the Department of Corrections rather than by Prcbation.
Legislation concerning the Victim's Bill of Rights was also discussed, as
well as legislation giving victims access to Presentence Investigations.
POPAI is to prepare a list of legislative items of interest for Doug Simmons.
Tina Seacat reported that the Indiana Correctional Association is also
considering contracting with Doug Simmons as their legislative consultant.

Membership Committee: Mike Berg reported that after the first of the new
year, he will be contacting corporate members concerning renewal and also
contacting possible new corporate members.

Education Camittee: This cammittee is still in need of a chairperson,
however, Ruth White has agreed to monitor education information received in
the interim. The appointment of a chairperson to this cammittee was tabled
at this time,

Prcbation Officer's Advis Board and Cammunity Corrections: Tina Seacat
reparted the Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board is still gathering
information on camunity corrections ard Prcbation, with Tim Halford as the
primary person fram the board collecting that data.

District Meetings: Ruth White reported that she sent out a proposal to her
district membership concerning a district meeting, however she has had no
response to this inquiry; Ruth would welcame any input from her district
concerning such a meeting. Mike Berg reported the District 2 Meeting will be
held Decenber 10, 1992 at Charter Beacon Fort Wayne, with the Prcbation
Officer's Advisory Board, and Jaolm Thorstad reported that the District 1
Meeting will be held December 18, 1992 at Charter Beacon Northwest.

The Meeting was adjourned at 12:00 Noon.
The next Executive Board Meeting will be held on January 13, 1992, beginming -
at 9:30 a.m. at the City-County Building in Indianapolis, Indiana.
