Camittee Reports:
Detention Camittee: No report was submitted.

Legislative Camnittee: Stephen Wills reported that the ICA Legislative
Camnittee last met on June 24, 1992, which meeting he attended. Steve
reported that cne of the points of discussion was who will be the chair of
the Senate Judiciary Cammittee, which depernds upon the cutcame of the general
election in Novenber. There was also discussion concerning the Publication
of the Benefits Act fram the Bureau of Justice Assistance which was mailed
out to all Prcbation Departments by the Indiana Judicial Center, and that the
POPAT Board needs to review the State Law on this issue as to if it conforms
with this Federal Law.

Unanimous
approval. Jolm Thorstad will also continue his work with this cammittee in
assisting with corporate memberships, and he also reported that Arbor
Hospital of Evansville is a new corpcorate member. It was also discussed that
corporate menbers should be presented with a plaque noting their corporate
menbership, and James Priester moved that Jolm Thorstad cbtain a plaque for
this, which was seconded by Tham Hathaway. Unanimous approval. Joln
Thorstad also reported that Arbor Hospital Northwest is interested in
becaning a corporate member.
