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Executive Board Meeting
June 10, 1992

Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Thamas Frederick,
President, at 9:40 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The April 8, 1992 Minutes were presented. James
Priester moved to approve the minutes as presented. John Thorstad seconded.

Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Thamas Hathaway distributed the June 10, 1992
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Shirley Blair moved to approve the treasurer's report as presented.
James Priester seconded. Unanimous approval.

John Thorstad moved for the expenditure of $200.00 to the American
Prcbation And Parole Association (APPA) for affiliate membership, as had been
voted upon and approved by the general membership at the Annual Meeting on
May 12, 1992. James Priester seconded. Unanimous approval.

James Priester moved for the payment of the $1,000.00 balance of the bill
owed to Doug Simmons, as our ldobyist, with an additional $500.00 to be paid
in recognition of his extra efforts, for a total of $1,500.00 to be paid.
Tom Poynter seconded. Unanimous approval.

Annual Conference Review: It was noted that all were pleased with the number
of menbers in attendance at the Annual Meeting on May 12, 1992, and it is
believed that it represents the largest turnout ever for such a meeting. It
was also noted that the special presentation in appreciation to Semator Pease
was successful, and that the hospitality roan sponsored by POPAT was also
successful, and that the location of the roam at the Holiday Inn was very
gocd. In the future, it may need to be discussed if the hospitality roam
should be non-alcoholic.
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Detention Camittee: Thamas Frederick reporEed that the Detention
Camnittee continues to meet on a monthly basis, and is reviewing standards
which would be similar to those of ACA, and would include issues of merit
employees, and training issues for detention center employees.
