Executive Board Meeting
Septenber 9, 1992

Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at
9:45 a.m.

Board Menbers Present: Tina Seacat, President; Jolm Thorstad,
Vice-President; Jean Franz, Secretary; Thamas Hathaway, Treasurer; Shirley
Blair, District 1 Representative; Michael Berg, District 2 Representative;
Ruth White, District 3 Representative; Chris Cunningham, District 4
Representative; Tam Poynter, District 5 Representative; James Priester,
District 6 Representative; Beverly Begin, District 7 Representative; Glenn
Bcbe, District 8 Representative. Also Present: Stephen Wills, Chief
Probation Officer, Marion County Criminal Probation, and POPAI Legislative
Chair. Board Menber Not Present: Thamas Frederick, Past President.

Secretary's Report: The August 12, 1992 Minutes were presented. Joln
Thorstad moved to approve the minutes as presented. Shirley Blair seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report:' Thamas Hathaway distributed the September 9, 1992
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Checking $1,622.68
Total $2,200.45

Total Membership To Date: 275
Mike Berg moved to approve the treasurer's report as presented. Jim
Priester seconded. Unanimous approval. Tham also reported that a $500.00
Corporate Membership is anticipated fram Charter Beacon in Fort Wayne. There
was also discussion as to separating the membership duties fram the position
of treasurer.

Cammittee Reports:

Detention Camnittee: Chris Cunningham reported that the ACA standards
for detention have been recammended to be submitted to the DOC. Under this
recamendation, accreditation would be paid for by the State, with
accreditation to be effective within 4 years.

Legislative Camittee: Tina Seacat reported on the August 12, meeting
with Doug Simmons to discuss his continuing as the lcbbyist for POPAI. Mr.
Simmons offered that in lieu of an increase in his fee, POPAI pay for
incidental expenses (such as telephone calls, mailings, etc.), and he will
submit an anticipated amount for this cost. Tham Hathaway moved that POPAT
retain Doug Simmons as ldobyist. Mike Berg seconded. Unanimous approval.

ICA Legislative Cammittee: Stephen Wills submitted a preliminary draft
of the bill concerning the sharing of Presentence Investigations (see the
attached). At an August 26, 1992 meeting, added to this preliminary draft
under (5) was that a Presentence Investigation may be shared with "any
program providing correctional and/or counseling services as contracted by
the Court". This addition raised concerns about confidentiality issues, and
if consent/authorization forms would still be required. The question was
also raised as to who would be considered to be under "contract", if the use
of the word "contract" is too broad, and if this would conflict with Federal
Law. It was decided that the Federal Law should be reviewed, and Tina Seacat

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review. Steve also reported that the other preliminary drafts for bills
concerning Battery to a Prcbation Officer, and death benefits are still being
reviewed by the Legislative Services Agency. Steve will also advise as to
information conceming any meetings with Judge Enbry.

Menbership Cammittee: John Thorstad reported that POPAI is now an
affiliate member of the American Prabation And Parole Association (APPA),
which conference he attended., POPAI is to encourage and pramote APPA
membership, and information on dues for APPA will be forthcaming.

Education Committee: Tina Seacat requested that Beverly Begin consider
chairing this camittee, and Beverly will make a decision concerning this in
the near future. It was also reported that the seminar presented by Stanton
E. Samenow, Ph.D., sponsored by the Children's Campus, POPAI, and the Notre
Dame Psychology Department is scheduled for September 23, 1992, in South
Bend, and that the registration information for this seminar has been mailed.

Prdbation Officer's Advisory Board: Tina Seacat reported that she has been
appointed to serve on the Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board by the Marion
County Municipal Prdbation Department, and will be serving on the Salaries
and Benefits Camnittee.

District Meetings: It was reported that a district meeting may be held in
Allen County, for the District 2 Membership in early December 1992, possibly
in conjunction with a training session at Charter Beacon Hospital in Fort
Wayne, which meeting would be open to POPAT members and non-menbers.

Newsletter: John Thorstad requested that newsletter articles be submitted to
him, and that he nust receive them by the November meeting in order to mail
the newsletter in December. John also questioned as to if a copy of the
newsletter could be given to the Indiana Judicial Center, and it was agreed
that it could be, as they provide us with the mailing labels.

New Business: Tham Hathaway reported that he has received an application
fram John Newsam of Marketing and Sales of Witham Hospital for associate .
membership for the remainder of 1992. Discussion followed concerning
associate menbership as delineated in the Bylaws. Beverly Begin moved that
this application be accepted for associate membership. Shirley Blair
secanded. Unanimous approval.

Tina Seacat reported that on September 17, 1992, the Corporate Menbership
Plague will be presented to Arbor Hospital.

The Meeting was adjourned at 11:25 a.m.

Due to the ICA Conference scheduled for Octcber 28, 29, and 30, and other
schedul ing conflicts, the Octcber POPAI Executive Board Meeting will be
canceled, and in order to avoid conflicts in November with Election Day ard
Veteran's Day, the next Executive Board Meeting will be held on November 18,
1992, beginning at 9:30 a.m. at the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Indiana.
