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Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at
9:40 a.m.

. Unanimous approval. Thaom Hathaway also reported that he will be paying the
next installment to Doug Simmons.

Cammittee Reports:
Menbership Cammittee: Mike Berg reported that a letter encouraging

menbership in POPAT has been mailed to all non-menbers, and information has
been sent concerning Corporate Merbership. Discussion ensued as to
Contributing/Corporate Menbership, and Tam Frederick moved that such
menbership be broken into the following categories: Gold-$500 and above;
Silver-$250 to $499; Bronze-$100 to $249; with such menbers to receive the
business addresses of the membership, and recognition in the newsletter
according to their contribution, Jim Priester seconded. Unanimous approval.
John Thorstad also discussed accepting paid ads for the newsletter, which may
pay toward and/or cover the cost of the newsletter. Tina Seacat requested
approval for the distribution of POPAI mugs as doorprizes, approval for which
was so moved by Tam Frederick. Thom Hathaway seconded. Unanimous approval.
Detention Committee: Tam Frederick reported that the cammittee has asked
for statewide waiver on certain ACA standards, decision concerning which will
be made in the future. It was also reported that legislation is pending
concerning time limits for detention holds, sight and sound separation for
juveniles being detained versus juveniles held urder disposition. It was
further reported that HB 1207, concerning juvenile detention, has been
amended into SB 49, concerning HIV testing for juvenile offenders.
Legislative Camittee: Tina Seacat reported that ILcbbyist Doug Simmons'
Y office was burglarized and equipment was stolen. Tina also reported that she
‘ met with the ICA Legislative Task Force Committee, It was also reported that
HB 1140, which increases the term of Prcbation for misdemeanors to up to
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[image: image3.png]three (3) years, would prohibit collection of prdbation users fees after the
initial 12 months, and would require the preparation of a Presentence
Investigation. It was also reported that there is a possibility for SB 363,
concerning direct placement into Cammnity Corrections which would in turn
require self responsibility for medical care, to be included in this
legislation. Tina also reported on the possibility that the language
concerning Battery upon a Probation Officer, jail, or correctional official,
defined as any correctional professional, could be attached to another bill.
It has been recammended that further legislation concerning death benefits
for Prabation Officers be held until the next legislative session. It was
reported that SB 352, establishing the death penalty when there is the death
of a witness, has passed, and that the death of a Probation Officer was also
included in this legislation. It was further reported that SB 51 concerning
the sharing of Presentence Investigations, has died in legislation. HB 1566,
concerning notification to victime of violent crimes, is still active in the
legislature, and the five (5) day limit is also still included in that bill.
HB 1071, concerning exemption for a Prcbation Officer in ¢btaining a handgun
license if authorized by the Court, has died in legislation.
Report on New Prcbation Officer's Orientation: POPAI sponscred a well
received reception at the New Probation Officer's Orientation. POPAT was
favorably mentioned at the orientation, and the raffle went well. It is
recanmmended that POPAI continue in sponsoring such a reception in the future.
Prabation Officer's Advisory Board: Tom Frederick reported on the
Prabation Officer's Annual Meeting and the election of new board menbers to
the Prdbation Officer's Advisory Board at that Annmual Meeting., It was also
reported that the Standards Camittee is completing the Standard Presentence
Investigation for distribution and that it will became effective July 1, .
1993, as it has been approved with only same minor revisions, and that the
Standards Camittee will now be working on a Standard Predispositional Report
and Intrastate Transfer Forms. It was reported that the Salary and Benefits
Camnittee is preparing a recamendation to be forwarded to the Judge's
Probation Camuittee and that the Probation Deskbook is to be reviewed. It
was noted that the Prdbation-Officer's Advisory Board has extended praise to
the Indiana Judicial Center and has recammended a review of their staff
needs. Probation Officer Advisory Board Meetings are open to the public.
Annual Meeting: Tina Seacat reported that a roam for the hospitality
suite sponsored by POPAT has been reserved at a cost of $189.00 and the POPAI
Board will see to the provision of food and soft drinks. The 1993 POPAI
Election Slate was also presented and will be distributed to the membership,
with the election of Vice-President, Treasurer ard Districts 1, 3, 5, ard 7
to be comducted at the Annual Meeting on May 11, 1993. Requests for absentee
ballots should be sent to Jean Franz, per the FOPAI Bylaws. Joln Thorstad
moved that certificates of appreciation be given at the Annual Meeting to
outgoing POPAI Board members, and to the keynote speaker, who will be Judge
Bruce Enbry. Thom Hathaway seconded. Unanimous approval.
