It was also noted that letters for the APPA Offender
Supervision and Victim Restitution Program at Union Station in Indianapolis,
Indiana, scheduled for March 2 - 4, 1994, have been sent, and that POPAI is
a co-sponsor of this program. Naminees to attemd this program are to be
submitted, as the program is free, with a limit of 50 attendees, with
Departments only needing to pay for accammodations.

POPAT Newsletter And Pamphlets: As noted, the POPAT Reports Newsletter was
prepared for mailing by the Board prior to the call to order. John Thorstad
also shared a prototype of the POPAI pamphlet with the board. Preparing
panphlets for information only and for corporate membership was also
discussed. A final vote on the POPAI pamphlet will be held at the next
meeting, after the Board has had further time to review the prototype.
