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Executive Board Meeting
February 10, 1993

Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at
9:35 a.m.

Board Members Present: Tina Seacat, President; John Thorstad, Vice-President;
Thomas Frederick, Past President; Jean Franz, Secretary; Thomas Hathaway,
Treasurer; Michael Berg, District 2 Representative; Ruth White, District 3
Representative; Chris Cunningham, District 4 Representative; Tom Poynter,
District 5 Representative; James Priester, District 6 Representative; Beverly
Begin, District 7 Representative; Glenn Bcbe, District 8 Representative.
Also Present: Stephen Wills, Chief Prdbation Officer, Marion County Criminal
Probation, and POPAI Legislative Chair.

Board Members Not Present: Mary Jane Walsworth, District 1 Representative;

Secretary's Report: The January 13, 1993 Minutes were presented. Tam
Frederick moved to approve the minutes. Joln Thorstad seconded. Unanimous
approval.

Treasurer's Report: Thomas Hathaway distributed the February 10, 1993 Report,
which reflected the following:

Tam Frederick moved to approve the treasurer's report. Ruth White seconded.
Unanimous approval. Thom Hathaway also reported that he has ordered
additional pens for the new 5 year POPAT members,

Detention Camnittee: No report was sibmitted.

ﬁlslatlve Cammittee:; Tina Seacat and Steve Wills reported on
legislation information, and Tina distributed copies of bills of interest to
POPAI. Tina reported that lobbyist Doug Simmons spoke with Cities & Towns,
and to Representatives Lutz and Villalpondo concerning legislation to remove
the authority of the Judicial Conferemce to set minimum Prcbation salaries,
and it appears that this may no longer be a priority issue for Cities &
Towns; it was agreed to closely continue to watch this situation, although
the status does sound hopeful. It was also reported that HB 1071 exempting a
Prcbation Officer from the requirement of a handgun license if ordered by the
Court did pass, with an amendment that the Judicial Center set up
guidelines/policies, and that Steve Wills testified at the hearing concerning
that bill, There was no update on HB 1149 concerning death benefits,
although it is being monitored, as is HB 1122 concerning battery upon a
correctional professional. Steve also reported that SB 51 concerning the
availability of Presentence Investigation Reports to Probation Officers did
pass the Semate. The Subsidy bill, SB 453, was introduced by Senator
Weatherwax, although no hearing has yet been set; a pay schedule is included
in the subsidy bill, and the option of funding through probation users fees
includes increases in the amount of prcbation users fees assessed, while it
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received fram the State for subsidy. A fiscal impact statement is attached
also concerning the monitoring of subsidy by the Judicial Center. It was
agreed that even if the subsidy bill is not passed this session, at least it
has again gained exposure. The status of this bill will be closely
monitored, and Tina will send copies of the bill to all Board members.

Membership Committee: Tina Seacat reported that POPAI has been invited
by the Indiana Judicial Center to sponsor a hospitality meeting at the New
Prabation Officer's Orientation, scheduled for March 30 and 31, and April 1
and 2. Tina also reported that George Walker of the Judicial Center has been
very supportive of Prdbation and POPAI to the Judicial Center. Tom Frederick
moved that POPAY expend up to $300.00 to sponsor such a session. Thom
Hathaway seconded. Unanimous approval. It was also decided that POPAT
merchandise will be given as doorprizes. Mike Berg reported that corporate
menbership letters have been sent out.

Education: No report was submitted.

Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board and Cammunity Corrections: Tina
Seacat distributed a letter fram Neil Hannon, Chair of the Prabation
Officer's Advisory Board clarifying the situation as to how the Proposed but
Not Approved Report fram the Sub-Camittee on Probation and Camunity
Corrections came to be distributed at the District 1 POPAI Meeting., Tina
also reported that she talked with Chris DeBruyn of the Department Of
Corrections, but that she did not contact Julie von Arx, President of IACCAC.
It was determined that POPAI is not involved in this issue.

District Meetings: Mike Berg reported that the District 2 Meeting held on
January 28, 1993 at Charter Beacon Fort Wayne, with the Prcdbation Officer's
Advisory Board, went well, and that at that meeting the bills of interest to
Probation were summarized, and information concerning the standardized
Presentence Report was also presented by George Walker of the Indiana
Judicial Center.

New Business: It was reported that on February 25, 1993, in the chambers
of the Indiana Supreme Court, testimony will be taken concerning the Proposed
Standard Indiana Presentence Investigation Report. It was suggested that -the .
victim's letter given as an exanple in the Presentence Report packet should
advise the victim that the deferdant will read their statement. Under the
criminal orientation section of the Presentence Report packet, it was also
noted that the compramise made for including this section in the Report, sets
out for the Department of Corrections to sent progress reports to Prabation
concerning the defendant.

Steve Wills reported that he is on the ICA Conference Program Cammittee
and would welcane any input from POPAI members concerning the program. Tina
Seacat reported that she is on the committee concerning the ICA Fun Night,
and would also welcame any input fram POPAI members concerning Fun Night.

John Thorstad reported that the American Prcbation and Parole Asscciation
Board of Directors Meeting was held in January in Austin, Texas.

The Meeting was adjourned at 12:05 p.m.
