January 13, 1993

Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at
9:40 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The December 9, 1992 Minutes were presented, Toam Poynter
moved to approve the minutes. Tam Frederick seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Thamas Hathaway distributed the January 13, 1993 Report,
which reflected the following:

Tam Frederick moved to approve the treasurer's report. Chris Cunningham
seconded, Unanimous approval. Tham Hathaway moved that POPAI pay $1,000.00
toward the $3,000.00 bill owed to ldbbyist, Doug Simmons. Mike Berg
seconded. Unanimous approval.,

Camittee Reports:

Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board and Cammnity Corrections: Tim
Hallford of the Hamilton County Probation Departwent, and the POAB
Sub-Cammittee Chair on Prdbation and Camunity Corrections, reported that
copies of a proposed report were distributed at the District 1 POPAI Meeting,
prior to that report being approved. This report was further distributed,
without receiving prior approval fram the Sub-Camnittee or fram the Probation
Officer's Advisory Board., Cammnity Corrections (TACCAC) is very upset about
this report. Highlights of the report included that: 61% of the cases
supervised by camunity corrections are misdemeanors; there are no standards
for hiring officers; there are no budget controls; and in 1 year, $2 1/2
million was collected in users fees, and even though Prdbation supervises 5
times their mumber, Prcbation collected only $5 million in users fees.
Recamendations in that report included that: those cammitted to the DOC
should be under camumnity corrections: project incame should be collected
only when there is need; employees should be certified; Prdbation should
supervise those ordered under Prcbation; there should be responsibility for

. violations; and cammunity corrections should perform incarceration services.

IACCAC may be preparing a response, and numerous letters have already been
sent expressing concern about this report. A closed meeting of the Judges
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to discuss this report. A copy of this report will now be sent to all POPAT
Board members for review, and for discussion at the next Board Meeting. Tina
Seacat will also send a letter to IACCAC advising that the report, even
though distributed at a POPAI District Meeting, was not distributed by POPAI,
and that POPAT has just now first received a copy of this report, and has not
taken any position on the report.

Detention Comnittee: It.was reported that the ACA standards are still
being reviewed by the DOC, and that there is a recammendation to contract
with the ACA to assist in meeting accreditation.

legislative Camnittee: Tina Seacat reported on legislation concerning
victim and witness notification, and reported that, following meetings, the
bill now reads that a Probation Officer would need to only serd victim
information available at the time of the PSI to the DOC, which information
would not be given to the deferdant. Tina also distributed copies of a
nunber of bills, highlighting: HB 1140 increasing the Prdbation term for
misdemeanants to 3 years; HB 1149 setting death benefits for public safety
professionals; HB 1071 exempting a Prdbation Officer fram the requirement of
a handgun license if ordered by the Court; SB 49 for HIV testing for
delinquents camitting a sex crime; SB 36 and 77 concerning stalking; SB 111
setting fees for license suspensions; SB 51 concerming distribution of PSI's;
HB 1051 for an anti~gang counseling pilot program; and HB 1044 concerning
battery upon a public -safety service provider. It was also reported that HB
1159 has been introduced, which removes the authority of the Judicial
Conference to set minimum Pradbation salaries; this bill will be closely
watched. The draft of the subsidy bill is still being worked on, and there
may be a fiscal impact statement attached reporting $200,000 for Judicial
Center staff to oversee the implementation of subsidy.

Menbership Cammittee: Mike Berg reported that corporate menbership
information will be sent out.

District Meetings: Mike Berg reported that the District 2 Meeting will be
held January 28, 1993 at Charter Beacon Fort Wayne, with the Prdbation
Officer's Advisory Board, as the Decenber 10, 1992 meeting was canceled due
to weather.

Information was also shared at this time with Charlie Powell and Jim
Geiger fram Ohio, who attended the meeting, and their questions were answered
concerning POPAI,

New Business: Tina Seacat reported that she was contacted about POPAI
sponsoring a hospitality meeting at the New Probation Officer Training
scheduled for April, and she will present cost information at the next
meeting.,

The Meeting was adjourned at 12:05 p.m.
The next Executive Board Meeting will be held on February 10, 1993,
beginning at 9:30 a.m., at the City-County Building in Indianapolis, Indiana.
