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Executive Board Meeting

Call To Order: The meeting was held in the City-County Building in

Secretary's Report: The February 10, 1993 Minutes were presentad. Tam
Frederick moved to approve the minutes. Jim Priester seconded. Unanimous
approval.

Chris Cunningham
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Cammittee Reports:
Detention Camittee: Tam Frederick reported that on March 19, 1993, ard

March 23, 1993, the camittee would be meeting for infarmation on uniform
detention standards and other detention issues.

Legislative Comittee: Tina Seacat distributed updated legislative
information, and also reported that the language concerning Battery upon a
Prcbation Officer has been inserted into HB 1295, and that HB 1140, which
increases the term of Probation for misdemeanors to up to three (3) years is
still active in the legislature. Toam Frederick moved that Representatives of
the POPAT Board be encouraged to attend a hearing on HB 1140 in support of
the idea, but also expressing concern about the impact of this bill on
Prcbation, without there being any added resources for Prcbation. Mike Berg
secornded. Unanimous approval. Tina Seacat also reported that both the
subsidy bill and the bill for removal of minimum salaries for Prdbation
Officers have died in camnittee, and that Lobbyist Doug Simmons deserves our
appreciation for his work in the defeat of the bill for removal of minimum
salaries. It was also noted that the fact that the Judicial Conference did
not attempt to increase the minimm salaries also contributed to the fact
that the bill for removal of minimum salaries was not further advocated.

s Standard Presentence Investigation: Tina Seacat reported that on February
‘ 25, 1993, in the chambers of the Indiana Supreme Court, testimony was taken
concerning the Proposed Standard Indiana Presentence Investigation, and that
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Investigation a list far the Department of Corrections concerning the last
known information about the victim for victim notification. It was also
reported that there will be other modifications made to the Proposed Standard
Indiana Presentence Investigation, including the telephone number and address
of the Probation Department, and same minor revisions to the face sheet
section.

Prabation Officer's Advisory Board and Camwmnity Corrections: Tina Seacat
reported that on February 25, 1993, the Judicial Conference and the Probation
Officer’s Advisory Board Sub-Camittee On Cammunity Corrections met and the
Proposed Report fram the Sub-Cammittee prerared by Tim Halford was reviewed.
It was further reported that this was a productive meeting, and the Judicial
Conference will be meeting with Cammunity Corrections scmetime in March of
1993,

New Prcbation Officer's Orientation - Membership Committee: POPAY will be

sponsoring a reception at the New Probation Officer's Orientation froam 4:15
p.m., to 5:15 p.m. on Tuesday, March 30, 1993, at the Hilton on the Circle,
and raffle items and doorprizes, such as mugs, hats, and tee-shirts, will be
given away.

Education Committee: Ruth White and Jolm Thorstad will be investigating
information concerning this cammittee.

Annual Meeting: It was noted that the positions of Vice-President,
'I‘reasmrer, and Districts 1, 3, 5, and 7 will be up for election at the Annual
Meeting in May. Tina Seacat will chair the Election Committee, ard Jolm
Thorstad, as Vice-President, will be contacting speakers for the neet:.ng and
proposing presentations to be made at the meeting. FPOPAI will again be
sponsoring a hospitality suite, and the POPAI Board will see to the provision
of food and soft drinks. Tina Seacat will again contact the Hohday Inn
about a room for the hospitality suite, and the budget will again be $400.00.

New Business:

Joln Thorstad reported that he will be accepting articles for the next
Newsletter, which will be sent out after the ZAnnual Meeting.

Glenn Bobe supplied the Board with a letter from Virginia M. Wilson, ICA
