Next meeting December 8, 1993
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Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Tndiana, was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at 9:35 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The Septarber 8, 1993 Minutes were presented, John
Thorstad moved to approve the minutes. GClenn Bcbe seconded. Unanimous
approval.

Treagurer's Reports Thomas Hathaway distributed the Novenber 9, 1993
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

John Thorstad moved to approve the treasurer's report. Glemn Bcdoe seconded.
Unanimous approval. Thom will also be paying on the rental for the post
office box.

Cammittee Reports:

Detention Camittee: No report was submitted.

Menbership Carmittee: Mike Derg reported that Corporate Merberships are
being pursued, that letters are being sent and meetings are being held with
corporations and departments, and that letters are being sent tO new
Probation Officers concerning membership. It was suggested that Chief
Officers of Departments with no POPAT menbers be contacted in order to
encourage menbership. Discuseion also followed concerning the POPAT
sponsored reception at the New Prcbation Officer's Orientation, and it was
noted that George Walker's assistance in encouraging POPAT menbership is
appreciated, The new POPAT panphlet was also reviewed, and it was noted that
the accomplishments of POPAL need to be updated in the pamphlet, and that
Corporate menbership information should be included.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board: Tina Seacat reported that she is on
the Probation Officer's Advisory Board camnittee to establish a definition
and mission statement for Probation, and a study group fram POPAT for the
forming of a Prcobation Mission Statement was established, with Ruth White as
the Chair, Steve Eyrick as the representative for Northern Indiana, and
Debbie McKinney as the representative for Southern Indiana, with the group to
have the statement prepared by late Decerber/early January.

DOC Transition: Tina Seacat reported that she has received Standard Rules
of Prdbation fram same counties.
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APPA, in cooperation with POPAI, is sponsoring an Offender Supervision and
Victim Restitution Program in Indianapolis March 2 - 4, 1994, and that .
letters will be sent in late November for Chief Probation Officers to submit
naninees to attend, as the program will be free, with a limit of 50
attendees, with Departments only needing to pay for accammodations. John
also reported that the APPA Winter Training Conference will be held in
Cincinnati in February 1994, and that POPAI may sponsor a booth for a set-up
cost of $50 to $70, which will be further investigated. All POPAT members
will be receiving information concerning this Training Conference fram the
APPA ard the Ohio Chief Probation Officer Association.

POPAT Newsletter: John Thorstad shared a prototype of the newsletter with the
board. Thom Hathaway reported on bulk mailing, and will research information
concerning the use of a mailing service. It was notead that the cost for
mailing the last newsletter was $258.00.

ICA Conference: Tina Seacat reported that POPAI presentad the Prcbation
Caucus at the ICA Conference, and that POPAI sold items and memberships at
the conference, and also made contact with possible Corporate memberships.

At this point, President Tina Seacat excused herself fram the POPAI meeting,
in order to attend another meeting, and the remainder of the POPAI meeting
was conducted by Vice-President John Thorstad.

New Business:

Education Camittee: The option of education on a district level was
discussed, with a questionnaire possibly to be sent concerning this, and with
Northern, Central, and Southem District Meetings discussed.

Legislative Camnittee: It was suggested that Probation Officers located ’
near Indianapolis be approached due to the need to be available to appear at
the legislature, with a group to be established rather than a chair, and with
a telephone tree to be made available for Tina Seacat and Tim Moriarty. It
was also discussed that a telephone tree should be established for District
Representatives to be able to contact Chief Officers in their district
concerning legislative information, and that 1-800 numbers for contacting the,
House of Representatives and the Senate will be included in the newsletter.

Winter Meeting Times: Due to the time change for the Northern counties
and winter weather conditions, the option of moving the POPAI Board Meetings
to 10:30 a.m. was discussed., Thom Hathaway moved that the December 1993
Board meeting be held at 10:30 a.m., and that at that time the option of
having the Board meetings in the winter at 10:30 a.m., be reviewed, as to if
the room is available. Steve Eyrick seconded. Unanimous vote with the
exception of Debbie McKinney, who cast a no vote,

District 4 Repregentative: Given her recent temination as a Prcbation
Officer, Carol Russell will no longer be serving as the District 4 Board
Representative, and therefore letters will be sent to District 4 Members in
order to fill that position.
