Next meeting May 11, 1994 Annual Meeting
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Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Tndiana, was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at 9:43 a.m.

Steve Eyrick, District 1 Representative; Michael Berg, District 2
Representative; C. Ted Ward, District 4 Representative: Timothy Moriarty,
District 5 Representative; James priester, District 6 Representative; Debbie
McKinney, District 7 Representative.

Board Menbers Not Present: John Thorstad, Vice-President; Jean Franz,
Secretary; Ruth White, District 3 Representative; Glenn Bcbe, District 8
Representative; Thamas Frederick, Past President.

Secretary's Report: The March 15, 1994 Minutes were presented. Tim Moriarty
moved to approve the minutes. Ted Ward seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Thanas Hathaway distributed the April 13, 1994
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the followings

Mike Berg moved to approve the treasurer's report. Steve Eyrick seconded.
Unanimous approval. Than Hathaway reported on upcaming bills to be paid,
including the bylaws bocklets, pens, stationary, and 1dbbyist Doug Sirmmens.
Steve Eyrick moved that Doug Simmons be paid another $1,000.00 toward his
bill. Tim Moriarty geconded. Unanimous approval. Tina Seacat reported the
cost of the POPAI Welcame Reception at the New Prcbation Officer's
Orientation was $173.85. Tina also reported that the King's Suite at the
Holiday Irmn -~ Union Station has been reserved for the POPAT Hospitality
Recepticm at the Prabation Officer's annual Meeting, Tham ‘Hathaway moved to
allow Tina to spend up to $200.00 to purchase food and soft drinks for the
reception. Ted Ward seccnded. Unanimous vote. If individuals wish, they
may donate alcoholic refrestments, as has been done in past years.

Camuittee Reports:

Membership Camittee: Mike Berg reported that letters and membership
applications have been sent to Prcbation Officers attending the New Probation
oOfficer's Orientation, and a corporate menbership letter has been sent to
Dale Conrad of Digital Praducts Corporation. Mike also shared a request
received fram Wendell J. Wilson to be an asscciate menber of POPAIL, as he had
previously been a POPAI member since 1987 and has now taken a Prcbation
officer position in Texas, but plans sameday to return to Indiana to work as
a Probation Officer. Per Article IV - A, Section 2 of the POPAL Bylaws, one
must be "working in a related correctional gervice, in the State of Indiana"
to qualify for associate membership. Tim Moriarty moved to suspend the
bylaws in this specific instance and allow asscciate membership to Mr,
Wilson., Thom Hathaway seconded, Unanimous vote. Tham Hathaway noted that
present membership is the highest it has ever been at this point in the year.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board (POBB) : Tina Seacat reported that POAB
met on April 12, 1994, and mission and vision statements have been drafted,
pbut not yet approved. Tina also reported that the main isswe at the meeting
was legislation, and that as a result of the fax issued by Rick Cochran, the
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declared war on Probation and POPAT. The Judge's Probation Cammittee feels
that they may lose control over minimum salaries for Probation Officers ‘
anyway, soO they are attempting to set a new minimum salary schedule
reflecting a 20% raise, with 10% more for Masters Degrees and a new category
for Chief Prabation Officers. In order to be successful, it is important for
POPAT to became better organized and proactive this next year, and devise a
plan, such as subsidy. POPAT will be considering subcamittees to do
research and draft information regarding subsidy. It is important for the
POPAT membership to became involved and active. The new salary information
will be mailed to the Chief Prdbation Officers in the near future and a
public hearing will be held on May 26, 1994, fram 1:30 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. in
the Supreme Court Chambers at the Statehouse.

DOC Transition: Tina Seacat noted that the DOC is to share information
with Prabation, as was agreed upon when the standard PSI was approved, but
this is not being done. Tam Frederick has spoken with DOC's Ed Cone and Tam
Richards, and an all day meeting is being planned to discuss these issues.
Concerns should be forwarded to Tina Seacat for this meeting.

Education Cammittee: Mike Berg moved that Ted Ward be appointed
Chairperson of the POPAT Education Cammittee. Steve Eyrick seconded.
Unanimous vote. Ted agreed to head this camittee and plans to pursue grant
money for educational programs, and asked that the membership let him know
what types of programs are needed or wanted.

FOPAT Armual Meeting: Steve Eyrick reported that Tim Matthews, Executive
Director of the American Probation And Parole Association (APPA) will be the
guest speaker, and is also presenting a workshop fram 3:00 p.m. to 4:30 P.M.;
therefore the business portion of the meeting will be held first to allow Mr.
Matthews time to prepare. Tim Moriarty reported that the 1994 POPATI slate of ‘
candidates along with absentee ballot information has been distributed, and
that the ballots will be distributed as members enter the meeting, The POPAT
Executive Board will meet at the King's Suite at the Holiday Inn Union
Station at 12:00 Noon on May 11, 1994 for a brief meeting.

Newsletter: Steve Eyrick reported that John Thorstad requests that
articles for the next POPAI Newsletter be turned in to him by May 11, 1994,
in order to mail out the Newsletter at the June meeting.

New Business:

Steve Eyrick reported on the workshop sponsared by POPAI Districts 1 and
2 and POAB District 3 to be held on April 29, 1994 in Granger, Indiana on
gangs and violence; and on a program on May 6, 1994 in Indianapolis, Indiana
on the use of polygraph surveillance with sex offenders.

Brian J. Toepp, Assistant Chief Prcbation Officer, Marion Superior Court
Juvenile Division, also attended the POPAI meeting and expressed an interest
in the legislative cammittee and POPAT, and tock several POPAI applications
with him for his office. Mr. Toepp resides next door to Doug Simmoms.

The Meeting was adjourned at 11:20 a.m.

The next Executive Board meeting will be held on May 11, 1994, at 12:00
Noon at the King's Suite at the Holiday Inn, Union Station, where the POPAT
hospitality suite has been reserved.
