August 10, 1994

Ccall To Order: The meeting, held in the City—-County Building in Indianapolis,
Indiana, was called to order by Thamas Hathaway, President, at 9:30 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The July 13, 1994 Executive Board Minutes were presented.
Ted ward moved to approve the minutes. Tim Moriarty seconded. Unanimous
approval.

mreasurer's Report: Thamas Hathaway and Michael Berg distributed the August
10, 1994 Treasurer's Report, vhich reflected the following:

Outstanding Claims For Merbership To Date: 38
John Thorstad moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tim Moriarty
secanded, Unanimous approval. Tina Seacat was contacted by Indiana Judicial
Center concerning POPAI's participation in the New Prcbation Officer's
Orientation on Octdver 26, 27, & 28, 1994 at the Downtosn Ramada on the
Circle, and their suggestions that POPAI provide rolls in the morning, have
POPAI items for all attending rather than a raffle of items, etc. Tim
Moriarty moved that POPATL attempt to participate in the mid-morming break on
Octcoer 27, 1994 or take part in a presentation over 1lunch time on that date,
with a total cost to not exceed $200. Ruth White seconded. Unanimous
approval. Tina will check on costs for snacks, co-sponscring part of the
lunch, etc. and will contact the Indiana Judicial Center as to scheduling and
final arrangements. Tim Moriarty presented carpetitive prices for purchase
of POPAT pens and pins. Following discussion, Tina Seacat moved that POPAT
purchase 50 Garland pens at a cost of $7.25 each. John Thorstad secorded.
Unanimous approval. Following further discussion, Tina Seacat moved that
POPAT purchase 250 FOPAIL pins with a clear seal at a cost of $1.89 per pin.
John Thorstad seconded. Unanimous approval. After reviewing items POPAL
could distribute at the New Prcbation Officer's Orientation, Tim Moriarty
moved. that POPAL purchase 600 stick pens with an inscription of "prabation
officer's Professional Association Of Indiama" at a cost of .29c per pen.
Michael Berg seconded. Unanimous approval. John Thorstad and Ted Ward will
check costs for plaques for 10 year membership, with a final decision on
purchasing of a 10 year continuous menbership cammemoration and purchase of
POPAI calendars tabled until the next Board Meeting.

Camittee Reports:

Detention Cawmnittee: Thom Hathaway reported he has a copy of the

detention standards, which he will present at the next Board Meeting.
Mexibership Camnittee: Mike Berg presented information he received fram

APPA concerming their corporate membership guidelines and benefits.
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Pre-Dispositional Report has been approved, and that FOAB is working on
mission and vision statements, which should be finalized in approximately 2
months. Tina reported cn the FORB subcamittee working with the Department
of Correcticns (DOC), that a sumary form to cbtain discharge information is
being drafted, and that DOC has approved that record checks may be cbtained
by Probaticn Departments fram Parole Offices. Tina discussed Prcbation's
involvement in the DOC Transition and Probation Orientation program.

Legislative Camnittee and Legislative Strategies: Tham Hathaway reported
he is attempting to contact Semator Tam Wyss' office. Johm Thorstad reported
that Legislative Services is working on subsidy legislation which
Representative Tam Alevizos may review. Concern was expressed about recent
changes in legislation resulting in defendants receiving credit time at day
reporting centers while defendants under hame detention do not receive credit
time. Tina Seacat will check with TACCAC/Camunity Corrections as to what
action they intend to take concerning this matter.

Vacant District 2 Representative Positicn: No letters of Intent for the
vacant District 2 Representative Position have been received, however, due to
the recent influx of members to that District, Intent Fomms for the position
will be sent out again with a return of the form by those interested in the
position requested by Septarber 7, 1994, to be sent to Secretary Jean Franz.

New Business:

Balance Owed To Doug Simmons: Doug Simmons submitted a bill of $108.07
for copying costs. Jam Thorstad moved that this amount be paid., Tim
Moriarty seconded, Unanimous approval. Discussion followed as to a bonus to
be paid to Mr. Simmons. In light of the upcaming long legislative session,
and the extra work performed by Mr. gimmons and his asscciate, Tina Seacat
moved that Doug Simmons be given a bonus of $750. John Thorstad seconded.
Unanimous approval.

ICA Annual Meeting Booth Rental: Joln Thorstad reported that having an
Tnformation Booth at no cost is being considered by ICA, and therefore a
- decision on POPAI having a booth at the 1ICA Anmual Meeting was tabled.

Purchase of POPAI Notebocks: Tim Moriarty moved that 100 POPAI notebodks
be purchased, Tina Seacat seconded. Unanimous approval. John Thorstad will
check with Russ Printing for cost camparison for printing the POPAI Bylaws.

Mmerican Prcbation And Parole Associatian (APPR) ; Jatm Thorstad reported
APPA may be requesting miscion statements fram Prdoation Departments as they
develop their vision statement. Tt was also decided that POPAI- would express
an interest to APPA for upcaning training sessions.

Education Comittee: Ted Ward has been contacted by POPAT menbers
interested in working on the BEducation Camittee and reported he is locking
for samecne with experience to assist in grant writing and that in the future
the option of providing acholarships may be explored.

Presentations: Board Menbers signed letters to accompany certificates of
appreciation for out-going Executive Board menbers to be presented to them.

ICA District Meeting: Ruth White reported the ICA West Central District
Meeting, where she was part of a panel discussion concerning Probation and
Cammnity Corrections, went very well and that she and the other panel
menbers have been asked to give this presentation at the ICA Annual Meeting.
