Secretary's Report: The November 9, 1994 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Michael Berg moved to approve the minutes. Tam Tadros seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed a corrected November 4, 1994
Treasurer's Report, in which the interest is added to the checking account
rather than the savings account, and the December 13, 1994 Treasurer's
Report, which reflected the following:

Tam Tadros moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tim Moriarty secorded.
Unanimous approval.

Prcbation Officer Orientation: Tim Moriarty reported he was approached by
Robert Champion of the Indiana Judicial Center about the possibility of POPAT
spansoring an njce-brezker" party in the evening for the Prabation Officer
Orientation. Discussion followed as to what attendance may be at such a
function, what POPAI's involvement in the Orientation is to be, where PFOPAL
can be most effective, and the past benefits of POPAI sponsoring snacks
during a break. George Walker agreed to talk with Robert Champion on POPAI's
behalf about these concerns and options for the Orientation.

Camittee Reports:

Membership Cammittee: Michael Berg reported Charter Beacon will not
becane a 1995 corporate member per the decision of their new director,
however, he will contact the directar again and will pursue other possible
corparate menberships.

Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board: No report was submitted,

Legislative Camittee and Legislative Strategies: Thom Hathaway shared a
letter sent to him fram Tam Frederick regarding concems expressed at the
Judge's Probation Camittee meeting about legislation to increase and then
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the county general fund to be used to pay at least the minimum Probation
salaries. Tham also reported on a meeting he and John Thorstad had with
Representative Ralph Ayres, and discussion about if the Association of
Indiana Counties will focus on stripping the authority of the Judicial
Conference to set minimum Probation salaries. George Walker discussed his
attendance at the Judge's Probation Cammittee meeting and that the Judge's
Association will focus on the Judge's pay raise legislation and their concern
about attachments to that legislation. Discussion also followed as to
focusing on defensive measures to keep the minimum salary standards versus
taking an active role. It was noted that January 4, 1995 is the first day of
the legislative session, that Judge Newman is President of the Judge's
Association, and that POPAT has attempted to contact Judge Forcum, who is the
Chair of the Prcbation Cammittee, but that no reply has been received fram
him, Decisions were made to contact and discuss various options with the
Judge's Association, to discern what action the Association of Indiana
Counties interds to take, and to continue to contact legislatars. It was
also noted that Democrat Representative Alevizos suggested that a Republican
mamber of the Senate be contacted due to the rules concerming introduction of
legislature by the House of Representatives, and the make-up of the
legislature given the recent election and party change of the majority in the
legislature. Michael Berg moved that POPAI contact the Judge's Association
and cbtain other information prior to taking further action concerning the
proposed legislation regarding increasing probation users fees and the
subsequent funding of Prcbation salaries. Jim Brewer secorded. Unanimous
approval. - POPAI also asked George Walker, Brian Toepp, and Todd McCormack,
to serve as additionmal local contacts and merbers on the POPAI Legislative
Cammittee along with Tina Seacat and Tim Moriarty.

Education Comnittee: Ted Ward reported he met with Don Osborn of Indiana
Wesleyan University and that they discussed and will continue meeting
concerning an educational/training program.

0ld Business:

Newsletter: The POPAI newsletter was reviewed and prepared for
distribution and mailing at the meeting. Ted Ward moved that Zip mail be
used for the mailing of the POPAI newsletters, so long at it remains cost
effective, Steve Eyrick seconded. Unanimous approval.

10 Year Menberships: Michael Berg moved that Tim Moriarty check on the
cost of a small desk clock with the POPAI logo and the number of continuocus
10 year POPAI members who would receive such an item to possibly be
distributed at the Annual POPAI Meeting in May 1995. Ruth White seconded.
Unanimous approval.

American Prcbation and Parole Association (APPA): John Thorstad and Steve
Eyrick will be attending the APPA Winter Conference at the time of the next
POPAI Executive Board meeting and reported that APPA will be holding a
caonference in Indianapolis March 2 & 3, 1995 concerning Liability Issues.
