safety and liability issues.

1DOC Transition: Tina Seacat reported that she is still meeting with
offenders preparing for release fram the IDOC unto Prdoation supervision, and
would like feedback fram Probation Officers who have received camments from
their prcbationers who attended such a session.

It was noted that POPAI played an important
role in this action, and that this also shows a need for membership in POPAI,
in order to present a significant membership number and to represent all the
Prcbation Officers in the State, It was also noted that Sam Blankenship will
be speaking at the POPAI Annual Meeting in May concerning this situation.

{Consecutive sentencing); SB 76 (Defining criminal gang activity); SB 74
(Clarification on traffic violations and juvenile court jurisdiction); SB 6
(Concerning criminal sentencing and reduction of sentences, ard Resisting Law
Enforcement charges for refusal of persomal service of court documents); and
SB 116 (A lengthy bill which was only reviewed and not copied, concerning
increases to Magistrate and Judges salaries, and increasing criminal court
costs to $120 and juvenile court costs to $75).

Annual Meeting: The POPAI Lettexr Of Intent To Run For Elective Office for
the positions of President, Secretary, and Districts 2, 4, 6, and 8 was given
to the District Representatives to be distributed to the membership. The
Letters Of Intent are to be returned to Tim Moriarty, Election Cammittee
Chair, by March 8, 1994, Tina Seacat will be arranging for the POPAT
Hospitality Suite following the Anmnual Meeting.
