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Executive Board Meeting
January 12, 1994

Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Indiana, was called to order by Tina Seacat, President, at 10:15 a.m.

Board Members Present: Tina Seacat, President; John Thorstad, Vice-President;
Jean Franz, Secretary; Thamas Hathaway, Treasurer; Steve Eyrick, District 1
Representative; Michael Berg, District 2 Representative; Timothy Moriarty,
District 5 Representative; James Priester, District 6 Representative; Debbie
McKinney, District 7 Representative; Glenn Bcbe, District 8 Representative,
Board Menbers Not Present: Thamas Frederick, Past President; Ruth White,
District 3 Representative.

Secretary's Report: The December 8, 1993 Minutes were presented. Mike Berg
moved to approve the minutes. Steve Eyrick seconded., Unanimous approval.
Tina Seacat distributed confirmmation of the 1994 POPAI Executive Board
Meeting dates, noting roam changes for the February and November meetings.

Treasurer's Report: Thamas Hathaway distributed the Januvary 12, 1994
Treasurer's Report, ‘'which reflected the following:

John Thorstad moved to approve the treasurer's report., Steve Eyrick
seconded, Unanimous approval. Thom Hathaway also moved that 200 notébodks
be ordered at a cost of $2.50 each, plus the cost for the paper. Tim
Moriarty seconded. Unanimous approval. John Thorstad moved that lapel pins
be sent to renewing second year members, and not to new members, effective
for 1994 new merbers and 1995 renewal members. Glen Babe seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Camnittee Reports:
Detention Camnittee: No report was submitted.

Menbership Committee: Mike Berg reported that Charter Beacon of Fort
Wayne has renewed their Corporate Membership, and he also distributed a list
of non-menber Chief Probation Officers, by District, along with their years
of membership (if any), in order for the District Representatives to contact
them, John Thorstad also presented a prototype of the FOPAI Membership
Brochure, including membership application. Tham Hathaway moved that 1,000
brochures be ordered on white paper with navy ink printing. Glen Bobe
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board: The Probation mission statement for
the Probation Officer's Advisory Board (POAB) fram POPAI is being prepared
for the January 25, 1994 POAB meeting, and John Thorstad will also dbtain
information fram the American Prcbation and Parole Association (APPA)
concerning a Prcbation mission statament. POAB is also presently reviewing
information on the case classification system.

DOC Transition: Tina Seacat reported that she is still meeting with
offenders preparing for release fram the IDOC unto Prcbation supervision,
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Probation as forwarded by Ldbbyist Doug Simmons, including: HB 1063 - death ‘
penalty for murders camnitted in the course of gang activity:; HB 1141 - AIDS
and hepatitis testing and notification, wherein it needs to be checked if
Probation Officers are covered urder the term of correctional officers; HB
1146 - line of duty death benefits, wherein it need to be checked if
Prcbation Officers are covered under the term of correctional officers; HB
1198 - sentencing of high risk habitual offenders; HB 1217 - notification to
schools regarding delinguents, wherein the issue of no furding for additional
work needs to be addressed by POPAIL; SB 74 - jurisdiction of juveniles with
misdemeancr traffic viclations; SB 76 and SB 226 - gang activity and
definitions; SB 127 - extending Prdbation or Parole for certain sex
offenders, wherein the issue of no furding for additional work as well as the
average sentence for such offenses needs to be investigated by POPAT; and SB
277 - property tax and juvenile detention centers.

District 4 Position Vacancy: Letters of Intent for the District 4
Represgentative Position were presented. After reviewing the candidates,

C. Ted Ward, II, of Grant County Correctional Services was appointed by the
Executive Board to the position, It was noted that this position will be up
for general election in May of 1994.

Annual Meeting: The positions of President, Secretary, and Districts 2,
4, 6, and 8 will be up for election at the Annual Meeting in May. Tim
Moriarty will chair the election comittee, consisting of those holding the
positions not up for election. The Intent To Run forms were reviewed and
will be updated for District Representatives to distribute after the next
meeting., John Thorstad moved that POPAI again sponsor a hospitality suite at
the same or a camparéble cost to last year, with POPAI providing food and
soft drinks., Jim Priester seconded. Unanimous approval. ‘

American Probation And Parole Asscciation (APPA): Jolm Thorstad reported
that the APPA wWinter Training Conference will be held in Cincinmati, Ohio,
February 13 - 16, 1994, and that as an affiliate, POPAI may sponsar a booth
for a set-up cost of $75. Tham Hathaway moved that POPAT sponsor a booth at
that cost, and that a few POPAI items be for sale at the booth, along with
the POPAI mermbership brochure being available. Glen Babe seconded.

Unanimous approval. Johmn Thorstad also reported on the APPA Offender
Supervision and Victim Restitution Program at Union Station in Indianapolis,
Indiana, scheduled for March 2 - 4, 1994, of which POPAI is a co-sponsor,
and noted that collection of restitution for victims will be a topic, with
discussion following of possible speakers on this topic. Naminees to attend
this program are to be submitted, as the program is free, with a limit of 50
attendees, with Departments only needing to pay for accanrmodations.

New Prcbation Officer Orientation: The New Prcbation Officer Orientation
is scheduled for March 15 - 18, 1994, at the Ramada Inn Downtown (formerly
the Hilton on the Circle), with POPAI to sponsar a "Welcame Reception" on
March 15, 1994, fram 4:15 to 5:15 p.m., Further discussion of food and
doorprize items was tabled for vote at the next Board meeting.

The Meeting was adjourned at 11:55 a.m.

The next Executive Board meeting will be held on February 9, 1994, at
10:00 a.m. at the City-County Building in Indianapolis, in Roam 260.
