Secretary's Report: The May 11, 1994 Executive Board Minutes were presented.
Tina Seacat moved to approve the minutes. Ruth White seconded. Unanimous
approval. The May 11, 1994 POPAT Annual Meeting Minutes were also
distributed.

Menbership Camittee: Mike Berg requested suggestions for those possibly
interested in becaming Corporate Members, so that they can be contacted. Tim
Moriarty's excellent efforts in recruiting POPAI members fram his office was
acknowledged.

Prabation Officer's Advisory Board (POAB): Tina Seacat reported that POAB

will be meeting with Tam Richards of the Indiana Department of Corrections
(IDOC) on July 7, 1994, concerning that the IDOC is to share information with
Prabation and Prcdbation Officers who will be supervising individuals upon
their release from the Department of Corrections, as was agreed upon when the
Standard Presentence Investigation Report was approved, Any concerns about
this issue should be reported to Tina prior to that meeting. Tina also
reported that POAB continues to work on mission and vision statements and on
caseload management issues. Tina distributed copies of the statament fram the
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on Probation Officer Salaries held May 26, 1994. It was also reported that a
final version of the Minimum Prcbation Officer Salaries will be presented for
approval by the Judicial Conference on Friday, June 10, 1994, which Minimum
Salaries have reportedly been amended to include an extended schedule
concerning length of service as a Probation Officer, and which are to then be
distributed through the Indiana Judicial Center,

in July.

New Business:

Vacant Treasurer Position: With the election of Thamas Hathaway to the
position of President, it will be necessary to appoint sareone to the
Treasyrer position. ‘Intent Forms for the Treasurer position will be sent out
by the District Representatives along with their monthly mailings to the
menbership with a return of the form by those interested in the position
requested by July 1, 1994, to be sent to Secretary Jean Franz.

Newsletter: John Thorstad has requested that all articles for the next
POPAT Newsletter be turned in to him by June 10, 1994, in order to mail ocut
the Newsletter at the July meeting.

Legislative Camittee and legislative Strategies: Tina Seacat and Tim
Moriarty will continue to work on the Legislative Camittee, with further
information concerning the Legislative Cammittee and Legislative Strategies
to be reviewed at the next Executive Board Meeting in July.

Tax Exempt Status: Tham Hathaway presented information conceming the
possible benefits of POPAT applying for a tax exempt status. Mike Berg moved
that Tham be directed to investigate further information concerning a tax
exempt status., Tina Seacat seconded. Unanimous approval.
