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Executive Board Meeting
March 15, 1994

Call To Order: The meeting, held at the Ramada Inn Downtown in Indianapolis,
Tndiana, was called to order by Jokm Thorstad, Vice-President, at 3:15 p.m.

Board Members Not Present: Tina Seacat, President; Thamas Frederick, Past
President; Debbie McKinney, District 7 Representative.

Secretary's Report: The February 16, 1994 Minutes were presented. Mike Berg
moved to approve the minutes. Tim Moriarty seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Thamas Hathaway distributed the March 14, 1994
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the followings

Steve Eyrick moved to approve the treasurer's report. Ted Ward seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Menbership Committee: Mike Berg reported that letters will be sent to the
new Probation Officers attending the Prdbation Officer's Orientation, and
that he is also seeking corporate memberships.

Newsletter And FOPAI Pamphlets: John Thorstad requested that articles for
the next POPAI Newsletter be twned in to him by May 11, 1994, in order to
mail out the Newsletter at the June meeting., John Thorstad also presented
the updated POPAI Pamphlets, printing of which has been campleted.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board (POAB) 3 Steve Eyrick reported that he
spoke at the recent PORB Meetings held in Lake and Parter Counties. Mike
Berg reported on the joint District 2 pOPAT and POAB meeting to be held on
March 18, 1994, from 1:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. at Charter Beacon in Fort Wayne.

American Prcbation And Parole Association (APPA): John Thorstad reported
on the recent APPA Conference held in Cincinnati, Ohio, at which POPAI
sponscred a booth, noting that same POPAL items were sald and that there was
interest in the actions and accomplishments of POPAI. John also reported
that APPA credits POPAI with the increase in their membership fram Indiana.
Steve Eyrick reported on the 3 day APPA Victim's Training Program held March
2 - 4, 1994, in Indianapolis, noting that it was an excellent program. Jahn
Thoratad discussed utilizing the APPA programs for POPAI training and
continuing education, since POPAI is an affiliate of APPA. The keynote
gpeaker at the Annual POPAT Meeting in May will be an APPA Official.

Legislations: Tim Moriarty presented copies of the final drafts of
legislation which pPresident Tina Seacat received fram ldobyist Doug Simmons.
John Thorstad reported that he spcke recently with Doug Simmons and they
discussed ideas on how POPAI can becane more pro-active than reactive, and
that Doug Simmons noted that he provides information to POPAIL, for POPAI to
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act upon, and therefore a large and active POPAI membership is necessary in
order to make an impact upon legislation affecting Prcbation. Discussion
then ensued concerning the amendment that was attached to SB 116, which would .
have removed the authority of the Judicial Conference to establish minimum
salaries for Prcbation Officers, and instead allow for County Councils to set
salaries for Probation Officers. Even though the amendment was attached in
the House of Representatives, the bill did not pass back out of the Semate;
it was noted however that the Association of Indiana Counties will certainly
continue trying to remove the authority of the Judicial Conference to
establish minimum salaries. It was noted that a number of amendments were
attempted to be attached to SB 116. It was also reported that Sematar Bray
withdrew his name as the author of the bill, and therefare the bill was not
called for a final reading, but it is felt that Sematar Bray (of Morgan
County) and Semator Alexa will continue to pursue legislation to remove the
Judicial Conference authority to set Prcbation salaries. Discussion again
followed as to the need to increase POPAI membership, so that POPAI can make
an impact on legislation and gain support in numerous area, and that atteampts
should be made to contact various legislators to educate them about Probation
in Indiana, as many issues concerning Prdbation were misrepresented, such as
caments that Prabation Officers were earning more than Judges in same
counties, ignoring the fact that the portion paid by a County to the Judge's
salaries is not the full salary amoumt, with additional funding paid by the
State. Discussion ensued concerming the following legislation: Senmate
Enrolled Act 337 (Concerning victim notification); House Enrolled Act 1339
(Concerning vacancies in the prosecutar's office, and wherein an amendment
was attempted to be attached which would have excluded Posey County fram the
minimum salaries as set by the Indiama Judicial Conference, but which
amendment was then stripped fram the bill, following testimony fram POPAT); .
House Enrolled Act 1274 (Creating an interstate campact for cammunity
corrections transfers, which could duplicate transfer services); Semate
Enrolled Act 24 (Also known as the Zachary Bill, establishing a sex offender
registry, wherein it was noted that in the future POPAT should work toward
including Prdbation Departments as a recipient of that registry); Senate
Enrolled Act 115 (Concerning concurrent and oconsecutive sentencings, which
also changes the sentencing for Murder and Class A Felonies, regarding which
discussion then followed as to the impact of possibly shorter terms of
incarceration) ; and House Enrolled Act 1017 (Expanding suspensions of
driver's licenses).

Annual Meeting And Elections: The 1994 FOPAI Slate was presented by
Election Camittee Chairman Tim Moriarty, along with information concerning
requests for absentee ballots. Elections will be held at the Annual POPAT
Meeting on May 11, 1994.

The agenda being campleted, Tim Moriarty moved that the meeting be
adjourned. Jim Priester seconded. The Meeting was adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
