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Executive Board Meeting
November 9, 1994

Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Tndiana, was called to order by Thamas Hathaway, President, at 10:00 a.m.

Board Members Present: Thamas Hathaway, President; Jam Thorstad,

Secretary's Report: The Octcber 20, 1994 Executive Board Minutes were
presented., Michael Berg moved to approve the minutes. Steve Eyrick
secorded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the November 4, 1994 Treasurer's
Report, which reflected the following:

‘ John Thorstad moved to approve the treasurer's report. Steve Eyrick

seconded. Unanimous approval. It was noted that the bills for the New
Probation Officer's Orientatiom, POPAT Bylaws, calendars, pins, and cards
have not yet been received., Steve Eyrick moved that John Thorstad be allowed
to order additional copies of the POPAT Brochure. Ted Ward seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Camittee Reports:

Detention Standards Cammittee: No report was submitted.

Membership Camittees Michael Berg reported that letters are being sent
out and contacts are being pursued concerning corporate membership.

Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board: No report was submitted.

Legislative Cammittee and Legislative Strategies: Steve Eyrick shared a
letter faxed to him fram Lake County Probation Officers opposing the proposed
legislation concerning increasing and then having 33.3% of the monthly
prcbation users fees collected to be deposited into the county general fund
and that then the county rust pay at least the minimum salaries, Discussion
followed suggesting that the wording be changed in the proposed legislation,
so that the 33.3% would be noted to include those funds already being used
for salaries, so that additiomal funds could not be taken out. Ted Ward also
shared questions he received concerning the legislation, specifically if the
Judge's Association supports the legislation, status of indigents, and if
probation users fees could be increased, but the wording removed concermning
turning over 33.3% of the monthly fees. Questions also arose concerning
sanctions for not paying the minimm salaries. It was also noted that the

é legislation would take pressure of the Judges in regards to mandating, and
that the legislation binds the counties to the minimm salary schedule, yet
gives them an incentive to accept the minimm salary schedule. The
possibility of legislation eliminating cash bonds and that the extra percent
of the bond would be used toward Probation Officer salaries was also
discussed. Following further discussion, Tim Moriarty moved that POPAT
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[image: image3.png]recamend that the wording of the proposed legislation be amended so that the
33.3% of the funds taken fram prabation users fees for salaries would include
those monies already being used for salaries. Steve Eyrick seconded.
Unanimous approval. It was noted that Democrat Representative Alevizos,
would need a Republican co-sponscr, given the recent election ard party
change of the majority in the legislature. Ted Ward will attempt to contact
Republican Dean Young as a possible co-sponsar. It was also noted that last
year Representative Alevizos amended the legislation proposed by the
Association of Indiana Counties which would have removed the authority of the
Judicial Conference to establish minimum salaries, by including that salaries
could not be cut, and that he should be approached again about such action
should such legislation be again proposed.’ It was reported Richard Cockrum,
Executive Director of the Association of Indiana Counties has resigned, that
Chris Lowery is now the Executive Director, and that POPAT should attempt to
cbtain information as to what they plan to propose and possibly advise them
about the proposed legislation regarding 33,3% of the probation users fees
being turned over for Prcbation salaries to detemmine if they would suppart
or oppose such legislation. Following additicnal discussion, Steve Eyrick
moved that POPAI support such legislation for 33.3% of the monthly collected
probation users fees to be turned over for Prcbation salaries, if the wording
can be changed as voted upon earlier. Tim Moriarty seconded. Unanimous
approval. The question then arcse as to what action to take if the wording
could not be changed in the proposed legislation. Ted Ward moved that POPAIL
not support the proposed legislation if the wording cannot be changed. Ruth
White seconded. The vote was 7 in favor of this motion, with abstentions by
John Thorstad, Steve Eyrick, and Michael Bergd. John Thorstad then moved that
if the wording of the proposed legi lation could not be changed, that then
POPAI support the submission of legislation with only the proposed increase
of prcbation users fees, Steve Eyrick seconded. Unanimous approval.
Education Cammittee: Ted Ward reported he will be meeting with Don Osborn of
Tndiana Wesleyan University in the near future concerning an
educational/training program, and the issuves of cost and if it would be
centrally or regionally located were discussed.

0ld Business:

Newsletter: Joln Thorstad reported that articles for the POPAI newsletter
should be submitted to him by November 18, 1994, with the newsletter to be
assembled at the next Executive Board meeting.

American Probation and Parole Asscciation (APPA) : Jotm Thorstad reported
that APPA will be holding a conference in Indianapolis March 2 & 3, 1995
concerning Lisbility Issues. It was also reported that in January the Winter
APPA Conference will be held in South Carolina, and in August of 1997 the
Fall APPA Conference will be held in Chicago. Jdm also reported that as he
will be a Regional Representative for APPA, an Affiliate Representative for
the POPAI Board needs to be chosen. Jdm Thorstad moved that POPAI pay the
APPA menbership dues of $35 for the POPAIL Board Affiliate Representative, to
be chosen by the Board. Ruth White seconded. Unanimous approval. Tim
Moriarty moved that Steve Eyrick be appointed as the POPAT Board Affiliate
Representative, Michael Berg seconded. Unanimous approval.
