Call To Order: The meeting, held in the Citg—County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 9:35 a.m.

Secretarg's Report: The March 8, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Tom Tadros moved to approve the minutes. Steve Eyrick
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the April 11, 1995

Steve Egrick moved to approve the treasurer’'s report. Tim Moriarty
seconded. Unanimous approval. Mike Berg reported there are 16 POPAI
notebooks left & Ted Ward moved that additional notebooks be ordered
at a reasonable price. Wes Wwonderlin seconded. Unanimous ap roval.
Tim Moriarty moved that an additional $1,000 be paid toward the $2,000
balance owed on the bill from SDS for Doug Simmons, Lobbyist. Steve
Eyrick seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:

Membership Committee: Michael Berg reported on his contact with the
new CEO at Charter Beacon & information sent concerning a 1995
Corporate Membership. Mike reported he has been ap roached about a
system wide $5,000 corporate membership for all 5 Charter Beacon
facilities, amounting to $1,000 per facility. Steve Eyrick moved that
POPAI accept this if presented by Charter Beacon. Wes Wonderlin
seconded. Unanimous approval. Mike Berg reported he may check with
Charter Beacon to see if they are planning to rent booth space at the
Annual Probation Officer’s Meeting, at a cost of under $50, & see if
they could obtain free space as Corporate Members of POPAL, or if
POPAI could pay for their booth space. Steve Eyrick moved that POPAI
either try to obtain fee booth space for them or pay for their booth
space, if they will be hav1n? a booth at the Meeting. Ruth White
seconded, Unanimous approval. Mike Berg received a membership
application from qudge Moss of Lake Counfy, noting Judge Moss can be
considered an individual contributing member. The status of those
with outstanding claims for membership, often delayed due to county
funding, was discussed regarding voting & it was decided that as in
the East POPAI will ogerate on an honor system concerning the ballots
& allow those with ou standing claims to Vote. Mike Berg discussed
options concerning signatures on membership cards. Steve Eyrick moved
that future membership cards have only the President’s signature &
that POPAI purchase a signature stamp for the President. Mike Berg
seconded. Unanimous approval. .

Probation Officer’s Advisory Board (POAB): No re ort submitted.
Detention Standards: Thom Hathaway reported a public hearing was held
on April 11, 1995, concerning ACA Standards with future discussions to
be held. ‘1
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fo%low1ng bills: HB 1102 (Class D Felony to point a loaded firearm & a
Class A Misdemeanor if unloaded, exemptling law enforcement & self
defense) received a do pass; HB. 1127 (Confinement for protective order
violations) received a do pass; HB 1251 (Reimbursement of
incarceratlon costs as a condition of Probation) has passed, with the
wording amended so that the Court fixes the amount under certain
guidelines, but it is still a condition of Probation per IC 35-38-2-2,
regarding which legislation John Thorstad sent a letter to the
committee chair outlining POPAI‘s concerns; HB 1276 (Access to
juvenile records) was amended allowing easler access under certain
restrictions & received a do pass; HB 1350 (Removes incarceration
credit time for GED completion & impacts on community release
eligibility) received a do pass; HB 1570 (Judge’s pay raise &
increasing some Court costs) received a do pass & now goes up for a
2nd & 3rd reading; & SB 146 (Presentence Investigation Reports to
Indiana Criminal Justice Institute) has passed. .

Education Committee: Ted ward distributed a prelim1nar¥ overview of 39
tralnling gquestionnaires received thus far as sent to a 1 Chief
Probation Officers. . Upon receipt of additional questionnaires,
strategies will be developed. Ted has been in contact with Karen
Flueger of the addictions counseling program at Indiana Wesleyan
University & she is obtaining approval from the university & 1s
targeting presentation of a program possibly in August of 1995. Ted
received a letter from Med-Park Center concerning POPAIL assisting in
presenting Judge Celine as a speaker on criminal thought.

POPAI Newsletter: John Thorstad reported he wants to have articles for
the next POPAI Newsletter by the time of the Annual Meeting & he is
looking for suggestions concerning a software program for the
newsletter.

Evrick presented information on the APPA Vision Statement & John
Thorstad moved that Steve Eyrick, on behalf of POPAI, send a letter in
support of the Vision Statement to APPA. Ruth White seconded.

Division Of Districts: Mike Berg contacted Bob Champion & today
received the list of Probation Officers by county & determined there
are 894 Probation Officer positions across the State, with the 2
Districts for the greatest potential POPAIL membership growth being
Districts 1 & 5. Mike will gresent an updated District map concerning
this information & options/a ternatives will be discussed at future
meetings concerning redistricting. . .
