Secretary's Report: The July 12, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Mike Berg moved to approve the minutes. Ted Ward
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the August 8, 1995

Committee Reports:

Membership Committee: Michael Berg reported he is still in contact
with Charter Beacon concerning corporate membership on a system-wide
basis, and will be checking as to 1f POPAI could provide Corporate
Members with complimentary vendor booth space at the Probation
Officer's Annual Meeting.

Education Committee: Ted Ward reported the training workshop entitled
Substance Abuse Treatment: It's Not Just For Drunk Drivers Anymore! is
firmly scheduled for August 22, 1995 at Indiana Wesleyan University,
Marion, and enrollment looks good at this time. Ted advised the
credit hours for the Indiana Counselors Association on Alcohol and
Drug Abuse (ICAADA) cost a total application fee of $20.00. Wes
Wonderlin moved that POPAI pay the $20 application fee. Mike Hatch
seconded. Unanimous approval. As Ted will be handling the
registration for the meeting, Mike Berg moved that POPAI pay the cost
for Ted's lunch, of approximately $7.95.

Redistricting: Mike Berg distributed a POPAI district map with
proposed boundary lines for redistricting which would balance the
membership numbers between the districts. Discussion followed and
Mike Berg moved that the following Districts be changed accordingly
effective January 1, 1996 -- District 1 counties: Jasper, Lake,
LaPorte, Newton, Porter, Pulaski, and Starke; District 3 counties:
Carroll, Cass, Clinton, Elkhart, Fulton, Howard, Kosciusko, Marshall,
Miami, St. Joseph, Tipton, and Wabash; District 6 counties: Benton,
Clay, Fountain, Greene, Montgomery, Owen, Parke, Putnam, Sullivan,
Tippecanoe, Vermillion, Vigo, Warren, and White; District 7 counties:
Bartholomew, Brown, Clark, Crawford, Dearborn, Decatur, Floyd,
Harrison, Jackson, Jefferson, Jennings, Lawrence, Monroe, Ohio,
Orange, Ripley, Scott, Switzerland, and Washington. Tammie Wyss
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Letter For Outgoing Board Member: A letter of appreciation for
outgoing Board Member Ruth White was distributed for signatures.

New Business:

September 13, 1995 Executive Board Meeting: As Thom Hathaway and Tim
Moriarty will be attending the Judge's Probation Committee meeting on
September 13, 1995, Mike Berg will chair the next POPAI Executive
Board meeting in their absence.

Correspondence: Thom Hathaway distributed a letter from Robert C.
Jones, Chief Probation Officer, Clark Superior Court No. 1, objecting
to recent mention in the POPAI minutes concerning "Judge Jacobl not
retaining some of the former staff of Clark Superior Court No. 1
Probation" Department. Mr. Jones noted he was not contacted by POPAI
"as the new Chief Probation Officer" concerning this, and that he was
"the one who recommended the reorganization of the office". At this
time, the Executive Board also signed a letter to Honorable Randall T.
Shepard, Chief Justice of Indiana, regarding our concerns about the
dismissal of an entire Probation Department following an election and
requesting his assistance in discouraging this practice. Thom
Hathaway also distributed an article from the Indiana Defender
entitled Probation Officer Advocacy by Donald W. Pagos, LaPorte County
Public Defender, objecting to Probation Officers giving their opinions
as to sentencing in presentence reports; as POPAI intends to submit a
response, Wes Wonderlin will draft a letter to present to the
Executive Board at the next meeting.

Lake County Probation Officers Association Picnic: Mike Hatch
distributed a flyer for the Lake County Probation Officers Association
picnic to be held on August 26, 1995 in Merrillville, Indiana.
Executive Board Meeting Time: Discussion arose as to changing the time
of the Executive Board Meeting to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.
