December 13, 1995

Prior to the meeting, the Executive Board Members worked on assembling
the POPAI Reports Newsletter for mailing.

Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 10:05 a.m.

Board Members Present: Thomas Hathaway, President; Timothy Moriarty,
Vice-President; Jean Franz, Secretary; Michael Berg, Treasurer;

Secretary's Report: The November 8, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Wes Wonderlin moved to approve the minutes. Tammie Wyss
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the December 12, 1995
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Tom Tadros moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tammie Wyss
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:
Membershlg Committee: Mike Berg reported that 1996 memberships are now
being received. Mike also reported he does not believe Charter Beacon
will become a corporate member due to changes in their management
structure. Ted Ward is to prepare a corporate membership brochure,
which should assist in attracting corporate members in the future.
Education Committee: Ted Ward reported that his goal is to provide 2
tralnlng7educatlonal programs per year, with Tim Moriarty noting that
it is important for POPAI to remain committed in providing such
continuing education. Ted Ward and Mike Berg continue to review the
income and disbursements before determining the final profit from the
most recent training program. Ted also reported that Don Osborne, who
he worked with and who presented the most recent training program, is
no longer associated with Indiana Wesleyan University. Ted
anticipates the next training program will be held in March 1996.
Legislative Committee: Tim Moriarty reported that in order to allow
for a written proposal to go before the Board of Directors, matters
presented to the Judge's Probation Committee by POPAI have been tabled
until the January 18, 1996 meeting of the Judge's Probation Committee.
The present written proposal by the Judge's Probation Committee
includes the following points: 1.) That Probation Officers be required
to attend 12 hours of continuing education each year beglnnlng in 1997
(which could possibly include the Annual Probation Officer's Meeting
and any Regional Meetlngs), with failure to do so to be reported by
the Probation Officer's supervisor to the Indiana Judicial Center,
resulting in a letter of reprlmand belng kept on file; 2.) That any
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Probation Officer for 5 years or more, be required to re-take the
Certification Exam at a lesser cost of $35.00; 3.) That any )
disciplinary action resulting in a Probation Officer being relieved of
their duties be reported by the Probation Officer's supervisor to the
Indiana Judicial Center resulting in that information being kept on
file; and 4.) That any person beling re-appointed as a Probation
Officer undergo a record check through the Indiana Judicial Center.
Comment was also made that research should be done to determine what
such similar policies might be in other States, which could be
researched through the assistance of the American Probation and Parole
Association (APPA). It was also noted that the above cited points do
not include a requirement to attend the Orientation For New Probation
Officers. Tim Moriarty also noted that a Substance Abuse Screening
instrument is being reviewed, and that a salary survey summary is also
being prepared in conjunction with the Judge's Probatlon Commlttee.
Discussion followed concerning Senator Wyss' sponsorship of
legislation to lower the BAC from .10% to .08% for Driving While
Intoxicated, with information presented by the POPAI District
Representatives regarding their survey of comments from their
districts concerning this legislation. Mike Berg will send a letter
to Senator Wyss to advise him of the pros and cons of such legislation
as noted by the comments received.

0ld Business:

Redistricting: A map and POPAI By-laws insert reflecting the January
1, 1996, POPAI redistricting will be sent to POPAI members in the
future along with the POPAI Executive Board minutes and treasurer's
report, by their District Representatives.

New Business:

Lobbying Consultant Position: Thom Hathaway was contacted by Doug
Simmons, who has served as POPAI's Lobbying Consultant for a number of
years, as to if he is to continue his services to POPAI. It was noted
that Doug Simmons serves as the "watchdog" for POPAI, keeping an eye
on all proposed legislation, and alerts, helps, and guides POPAI
through the legislative process. Even though POPAI could not afford
to pay Mr. Simmons as a “lobbyist", he has the reputation in the
legislature of being the "Probation Lobbyist", and therefore is often
approached for information concerning Probation. Tim Moriarty moved
that POPAI continue to employ Mr. Simmons as our lobbying consultant.
Tom Tadros seconded. Unanimous approval. An invitation will also be
extended for Mr. Simmons to attend a POPAI Executive Board meeting to
meet some of the newer board members.

Misgcellaneous: Comment was made concerning proposed legislation that
placement of a juvenile with a relative be considered by a Probation
Officer, Caseworker, and/or the Court prior to removing a juvenile
from their home. A copy of this proposed legislation will be
obtained.

POPAI Merchandise: A review will be made of the present merchandise on
hand prior to reordering additional merchandise. POPAI magnets have
been ordered, and POPAI membership cards will be ordered, which, per
earlier vote of the POPAI Executive Board, will include only the
President's signature, to be affixed by a stamp.
