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’ Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Indiana, was called to order by Thamas Hathaway, President, at 10:25 a.m.

Board Members Present: Thamas Hathaway, President; Tina Seacat, Past
President; Jean Franz, Secretary; Michael Berg, Treasurer; Ruth White,
District 3 Representative; C. Ted Ward, District 4 Representative; Timothy

Secretary's Report: The January 11, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Mike Berg moved to approve the minutes. Tim Moriarty seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the February 7, 1995 Treasurer's
Report, which reflected the following:

Ted Ward moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tim Moriarty seconded.

’. Unanimous approval. Mike Berg also distributed a list of members who would
be eligible to receive a POPAI desk—clock for achieving 10 years of
continuous membership. Tim Moriarty will place the order for the clocks.
Mike Berg reported receiving a $3,000 bill fram Doug Simmons, Lcbbyist. Tim
Moriarty moved that a $1,000 payment be made toward this bill, as has been
done in the past. Ted Ward seconded. Unanimous approval,

Camnittee Reportss

Membership Cammittee: Michael Berg reported he is still in contact with
Charter Beacon concerming a 1995 Corporate Membership, The benefits of
corporate membership were also discussed.

Probaticn Officer's Advisory Board (POAB) ; Tina Seacat reported that no
meetings of the Probation Officer's Advisory Board have been held since her
last report to the Board at the January 11, 1995 meeting.

Fducation Camnittee: Ted Ward reported he is drafting a letter to be sent
to all Chief Probation Officers by the District Representatives, and then
followed up by them, for information on what is felt to be the educational
needs for Prabation. The option of co-sponsoring training with Corpcrate
Merbers was also discussed.

FElection Camittee: Jean Franz distributed the Letter Of Intent To Run
For Elective Office to be sent to members by the District Representatives and
returned by March 6, 1995. Discussion followed as to the impact on the
receipt of absentee ballots with the change of the date for the Annual POPAI
Meeting to the last day of the Prdbation Officer's Annual Meeting. Tina
. Seacat moved that absentee ballots should be returned 4 days, rather than 3

days, prior to the Annual Meeting. Ruth White seconded. Unanimous approval.
Legislative Camnittee and Legislative Strategies: Tham Hathaway reported
he received information that the legislation to increase and then have 33.3%
of the monthly probation users fees collected to be deposited into the county
general fund to be used to pay at least the minimum Prabation salaries, was
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legislation as written and will not be pursuing it; however, the legislation
is presently in the Rules Camiittee, and it is anticipated that the
legislation will not proceed out of camittee. It is unsure how this
legislation came to be introduced. Tina Seacat reported she has not been
receiving copies of the bills fram Lcbbyist Doug Simmons for appraximately
the past month — it will be investigated as to why this is occurring and
will be corrected. Thom Hathaway reported he has not received a reply fram
the Judge's Assocciation to the letter sent to Judge Newman, Discussion was
held conceming SB 203, vherein a proposed 2% increase to bail bonds would be
used for Prcbation Officer salaries, but that all probation users fees would
be used first to pay salaries, which adversely impacts the use of probation
fees. Thom Hathaway reported that his research shows that in 1994 in Allen
County this would have generated $90,000, and that amount along with all of
the prcbation fees would not cover the necessary salaries for Allen County.
It was felt that this would also be a similar situation in other camties,
however, the question arose as to if any county would benefit fram this
legislation. It was decided that befare POPAI takes a position on this
legislaticn all District Representatives should request feedback from their
District members. It was also suggested that POPAI might support this
legislation if it would not involve the use of prcbation users fees. It was
further noted that this legislation only involves adult probation users fees.

014 Business:

Correspondence: Thom Hathaway distributed copies of a letter received
fram Alan J. Sirinek, Elkhart County Director of Court Services, noting that
a study of the impact and benefits achieved by the adherence to the minimm
salary guidelines would be of interest. Tham will respond to this letter.
Than Hathaway also distributed copies of a letter received fram Kathy L.
Bright, formerly a Prcbation Officer with the Clark County Prcbation
Department, concerning Prcbation Officers serving at the pleasure of the
Court, and the impact of this when Probation Officers are replaced by a newly
elected Judge. Thom will also respord to this letter, however, it was noted
that changing the Indiana Code in this respect is not likely to be supported
by the Judge's Association, and that POPAI taking action on this would
certainly be upsetting to the Judge's Association.

New Probation Officer Orientation: As no further information has been
received concerning the New Probation Officer Orientation, to be held March
28 - 31, 1995, Tina Seacat will contact the Indiana Judicial Center to have
them confirm arrangements as made with them by George Walker.

New Business:

2merican Prcbation and Parole Asscciation (APPA) : Tina Seacat reported on
a fax received fram Steve Eyrick, District 1 Representative, concerning APPA
urging merbers to contact their Congressional Sematars and Representatives to
vote against certain sections of the 1995 Taking Back Our Streets Act, which
would impact on the Violent Crime Control and Law Enforcement Act of 1994.
Thom Hathaway will send copies of this fax letter to all POPAI Executive
Board Menbers for their review.
