Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City—-County Building in Indianapolis,
Tndiana, was called to order by Thamas Hathaway, President, at 10:05 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The December 14, 1994 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Tam Tadros moved to approve the minutes. Ruth White seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Jim Brewer moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tim Moriarty seconded.
Unanimous approval. Mike Berg will also check on the need and cost of
ordering POPAI notebodks.

Camittee Reports:

Menbership Camnittee: Michael Berg reported Charter Beacon is getting yet
another new CEO, who will be approached about a 1995 Corparate Membership.

Prcbation Officer's Advisory Board (PORB) : Tina Seacat reported the POAB
Standards Camnittee has carpleted the new standard Preliminary Investigation
and Predispositional Report, and are now locking at standards in field
supervision and safety; the FOAB Roles and Identification Camnittee are
working on a vision and mission statement, locking into brochures and media
contact/press releases, and will be reviewing options of retirement plans;
and the POAB Education Camnittee is working with the Indiana Judicial Center
on the Annual Probation Officer's Meeting to be held May 11 & 12, 1995. Tina
noted that on Thursday, May 11, 1995, the last session of the Prcbation
Officer's Annual Meeting runs later, adjourning at 5:30 p.m., which conflicts
with the usual time the POPAI Annual Meeting is held., Discussion followed

Hospitality Suite should be held. Debbie McKimney moved that the POPAT
Annual Meeting be held on Friday, May 12, 1995, fram 8:00 a.m.-9:00 a.m.,
prior to the beginning of the Prcbation Officer's Annual Meeting sessions for
the day. Mike Berg seconded. Unanimous approval. Jim Brewer moved that
POPAI sponscor a Hospitality Suite following the last session of the Prcbation
Officer's Annual Meeting on Thursday, May 11, 1995, Tina Seacat seconded.
Unanimous approval. Tina Seacat will also contact Robert Champion of the
Indiana Judicial Center about the POPAI booth and POPAI Corpcrate Members
also having a booth at the Prdbation Officer's Annual Meeting.

Legislative Camittee and Legislative Strategiess Tham Hathaway reported
he has called Judge Newman, President of the Indiana Judge's Association,
twice, but has received no reply, therefore he will be sending a letter to
Judge Newman, the rough draft of which was distributed at the meeting. The
question however remains as to what action to take if there is no reply to
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County Prcbation Department noting their concern about legislation to
increase and then have 33.3% of the monthly prcbation users fees collected to
be deposited into the county general fund to be used to pay at least the
minimm Probation salaries; Tham Hathaway reported he received a similar
letter fram Noble County Prcbation Department. It was noted that it is
unknown if there will be legislation presented to increase the amount of
prcbation users fees. Tina Seacat presented copies of bills of interest to
Probation as forwarded by Labbyist, Doug Simmons, includings SB 206 (Juvenile
code ‘revisions impacting on alcchol related traffic offenses & misdemeanor
traffic violations, etc.)s HB 1275 (Registering juvenile sex of fenders) ; HB
1057 (Driving while intaxicated license plates); SB 189 (Juvenile court
jurisdiction including misdemeancr traffic violations); SB 146 (Presentence
investigation reports to Indiana criminal justice institute); SB 203 (2% of
bail bords to be used for Prcbation Officer salaries, but all prcdbation users
fees to be used first to pay salaries — an important bill to watch, as this
adversely impacts use of prcbation fees); HB 1105 (Providing training &
assistance to Probaticon Departments through judicial conference in Probation
case management standards); HB 1127 (Confinement for protective order
violations); HB 1128 (Protective orders); HB 1276 (Access to juvenile
records); SB 184 (Waiver of juvenile court jurisdiction); HB 1251
(Reimbursement of incarceration costs as a condition of Probation); SB 158
(Juvenile detention & expanding definition of delinguent child): HB 1148
(Allowing Councils to establish a full-time Prosecutor); HB 1156 (Sentence
reductions when GED dbtained); HB 1179 (Sentence reductions for participation
in counseling); HB 1181 (Hearings on sentence reductions); HB 1188 (Firearm
data base); SB 217 (County officials vested in PERF); SB 219 (Consecutive &
concurrent sentencing criteria defined); SB 109 (Restitution for funeral
expenses of victim); and SB 1294 (Juvenile court jurisdiction).

Education Camnittee: Ted Ward reported that Don Osborn of Indiana Wesleyan
University suggested POPAT sponsor a speaker at an established meeting or at
an indeperdent meeting, and the preference of the Board was to sponsar a 1
speaker at an independent meeting, so it is recognized as a POPAT sponsored
event. Such a meeting may be scheduled for July, with meetings to be held in
both Northern and Southern Indiana.

014 Business:

10 Year Memberships: Tim Moriarty reported the cost of a small desk clock
with the POPAI logo ard notation of 10 year charter membership for those
achieving 10 year continuous membership with POPAT would be $5.95 each for
orders of 25 or more and $4.35 each for orders of 50 or more. Ruth White
moved that POPAI order a sufficient number of clocks for those achieving 10
year continuous menbership. Jim Brewer seconded. Unanimous approval. Mike
Berg will check on the nunber needed and contact Tim to place the order.
