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Executive Board Meeting
July 12, 1995

Call To Qrder; The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 9:35 a.m.

Secretary’s Report: The June 14, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Tom Tadros moved to approve the minutes. Jamie Hayden
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treagurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the July 10, 1995
Treasurer’s Report, which reflected the following:

Tom Tadros moved to approve the treasurer’s report. Tim Moriarty
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:
Membership Committee: Michael Berg noted a correction to the April 12,
1995 Minutes, concerning corporate membership on a system-wide basis
as Charter Beacon may pay $200 per 5 facilities, rather than $1,000.
Mike discussed a Corporate Membership pamphlet and is checking if
POPAI could provide Corporate Members with complimentary vendor booth
space at the Probation Officer’s Annual Meeting.
Education Committee: Ted Ward reported the option for a training
workshop on August 22, 1995 at Indiana Wesleyan University, Marion.
Ted advised 6 hours of Indiana Counselors Association on Alcohol and
Drug Abuse (ICAADA) credit could possibly be applied for and the
workshop, entitled Substance Abuse Treatment; Tt’s Not Just For Drunk
Drivers Anvmore!, would cost $20 for POPAI members and $30 for
non-members. POPAI would cover cost of mailing the announcement and
Indiana Wesleyan would cover all other costs, with profits to be
split. If 12-15 people attend, POPAI would break even, as bulk
state-wide mailing could be used. Tim Moriarty moved that POPAI
proceed with the workshop. Tom Tadros seconded. Unanimous approval.
Legislative Committee: Tim Moriarty reported a meeting is scheduled
for September 13, 1995 with the Judge’s Probation Committee, chaired
by Judge Forcum, concerning a Probation Disciplinary Commission. This
was also discussed with the Judicial Center and they appear at least
initially supportive. The issue of re-certification and orientation
re-training for those returning to the field of Probation was also
discussed with the Judicial Center but they were non-committal. Tim
will prepare a memo prior to the meeting to advise the Judge’s
Probation Committee of these items and advise them we are seeking
their input, which memoc Thom Hathaway will review before it is sent.
Probation Qfficer’s Advigorv Board (POAB): Tom Tadros reported HB 1550
was discussed at a POAB Meeting due to concern that under this child

Ted Ward will investigate if Grant County is working on this and try
to coordinate efforts.

014 Business:

Redistricting: Mike Berg distributed a POPAI district map with numbers
of total Probation Officers in the district and total POPAI members.
The map shows District 1 will now have a total of 165 members.
Discussion followed as to if additional districts should be added or
if the present districts should be re-drawn. A final decision was
tabled, with the Board to review options prior to the next meeting.

New Buginess:

Hatch Proposal: Thom Hathaway was contacted by Mike Hatch as POPAIL has
been approached about the status of the increased Probation Officer
salary guldelines which were considered last year. It was decided
this should also be discussed with the Judicial Center and brought
before the Judge’s Probation Committee at the September 13, 1995
meeting, to inquire and determine what the plans are for the future.
Lobbyist Payment: Mike Berg moved that POPAI pay the $1,000 balance
owed to Doug Simmons and reguest billing for the mailing and copying
costs. Ted Ward seconded. Unanimous vote. Comment was made that
POAB asked what the POPAI lobbyist/consultant does for POPAI, and it
was discussed that Doug Simmons as the POPAI lobbyist/consultant
serves as our watchdog, keeps an eye on all proposed legislation, and
alerts, helps, and guides us through the legislative process. $3,000
plus payment of the copying and mailing costs and a bonus voted upon
by the Board is the total paid to this position, as POPAI could not
afford to pay him as a "lobbyist", even though he now has the
reputation in the legislature of being the "Probation Lobbyist", and
therefore is often approached for information concerning Probation.
District 3 Repregentative Position: Ruth White introduced Martin
Stout, Howard Circuilt Court Juvenile Services Chief Probation Officer,
who expressed interest in the District 3 Representative position,
which she has decided to resign at this time. Ted Ward moved that
Martin Stout be appointed as the District 3 Representative. Tom
Tadros seconded. Unanimous approval. Ruth has served on the Board
for the past 4 years, and her dedicated service is appreciated.

POPAI Inventory: Tim Moriarty presented an inventory of POPAI items;
it was decided items would be reordered as needed at the next meeting.
Clark County Probation: Jamie Hayden reported all the previous staff
at Clark County Probation Department (now under Judge Jacobi) are now
no longer employed there; he will keep us updated on this situation.
Grant County Probation: Ted Ward reported in Grant County 6 Probation
Officers are not yet paid the minimum salary, and it has been noted
the Council is violating the Indiana statute, and though mandated,
they are sgtill not paying the minimum salaries. Ted will contact Todd
McCormick (of Hendricks County Probation, previously of Monroe County
Probation) concerning the Monroe County precedent setting case.

Congratulations were also extended to Wes Wonderlin and his wife
upon the birth of a son, Isaac, on May 26, 1995.

The Meeting was adjourned at 10:50 a.m., and thereafter the POPAIL
Newsletter was assembled for mailing.

The next Executive Board Meeting will be held Wednesday, August 9,
1995, at 9:30 a.m. at the City-County Building in Indianapolis,
Indiana, in Room 224.
