Membership Committee: Michael Berg reported on his contact with
Charter Beacon concerning Corporate Membership, and the option of
Corporate Membe;shig on a system—wide basis, as previously discussed.
Mike requested input concerning Corporate Membership, if a Corporate
Membership pamphlet should be published, and what can be offered to
Corporate Members, such as providing them with complimentary vendor
booth space at the Probation Officer's Annual Meeting.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board gPOAB): No report submitted.
Legislative Committee; John Thorstad shared thoughts regarding
Probation Officer professionalism and if legislation could require
re-certification and orientation training for those returning to
Probation after working in another field for some time, due to the
chan?es constantly occurring in the law, Discussion followed as to
the length of time before re-certification would be required, and, if
certified grlgr to and then not obtaining em logment for some time, if
and in what time period re-certification would be required. Since
this is not a financial issue, and as the next legislative session is
a short session, such legislation mag not meet ogposition, but it
would need to be discusséd with the Judicial Center and Judge's
Association and then be drafted and presented to a legislator (perhaps
Senator Sandra Dempseg). .John Thorstad also suggested that the
Judge's Disciplinary Commission be an example of a structure for a
Probation Discipllnar{ Commission, which could reject or remove
Probation Officer certification, or the role of the Judge's
Disciplinary Commission could be expanded to include a Probation
Disclplinary Commission which would make such recommendations to the
Judicial Conference. Discussion followed as to legislation concerning
hiring and firing of Probation Officers, focusing 6n the recent
actions in Clark County, where newly elected Judge Jacobi removed the
majority of the Department's Probatlon Officers.” Jamie Hayden
reported Debbie McKinney, Out—?qing District 7 Representative, left
her position as a Probation Officer in Clark County, that the grant
paying another Probation Officer 1ﬁ-the Department ends in July, and
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gosition in Clark County, is now employed as a Probation Officer in
t. Joseph County; perhaps she could attend a POPAI Board meeting in
order to provide more information. It was regorted letters are being
drafted and have been sent to Chief Justice Shepard concerning the
Clark County issue, and this is probably the first and best place to
start concerning this issue. Judge Barthold, who was greviously the
Judge in Clark County, and Lobbyist Doug Simmons, who felt this was an
important issue for Probation, could also be contacted. Discussion
followed concerning these issues, and as to if these are in-office
issues, what the impact of such issues will be upon Judges, what the
response will be from the Judge's Association, and that attendance at
a Probation Committee Meeting of the Judge's Association might be
appropriate. Michael Hatch will head a committee working on the
drafting of legislation and will research those legislators to be
contacted.
