Secretary's Report: The February 8, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented., Mike Berg moved to approve the minutes. Steve Eyrick seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Flection Camittee Report: The 1995 Election Slate and absentee ballot
information was presented by Jean Franz, Flection Chair. Jim Brewer moved
that the Slate be accepted. Jchn Thorstad secorded. Unanimous approval.
The District Representatives are to distribute the Slate to the membexrship.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the March 6, 1995 Treasurer's
Report, which reflected the followings

Camittee Reports:

Menbership Camuittee: Michael Berg reported he is still in contact with
Charter Beacon concerning a 1995 Corporate Membership.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board (POAB) ¢ No report was submitted.

Legislative Camittee and Legislative Strategies: Thom Hathaway reported
on those bills still pending in the Legislature, same with amendments, which
include: HB 1251 (Reimbursement of incarceration costs as a condition of
Probation, with Probation to determine costs and ability to pay —— & bill of
concern to POPAI as it increases the workload of Prdbation); HB 1276 (Access
to juvenile records); HB 1350 (Removal of credit for incarceration time being
granted upon canmpletion of GED); HB 1570 (Judge's pay bill); SB 146
(Presentence investigation reports to Tndiana criminal justice institute); SB
206 ((Juvenile code revisions impacting on alcchol related traffic offenses
and misdemeanor traffic violatioms, etc.); SB 605 (Juvenile sentencing) ; and
SB 350 (Juvenile sex offenders to not be under minimm supervision or home
detention). Tham also reported that the following bills had been defeated:
SB 203 (2% increase in bail bonds to be used for Prcbation Officer salaries,
but all probation users fees to be used first to pay salaries); and
legislation to increase and then have 33.3% of the monthly prcbation users
fees collected to be deposited into the county general furd to be used to pay
at least the minimum Prcbation salaries (legislation that FOPAI, per an
earlier vote, would not support as written and would not pursue). Discussion
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candition of Prabation) with Ted Ward moving that POPAI contact the authors
of that bill to express POPAI's concerns regarding the legislation. Steve
Eyrick seconded. Unanimous vote, John Thorstad will draft a letter to be
sent concerning the bill,

- Education Caomnittee: Ted Ward distributed a letter and questionmaire
concerning education and training for District Representatives to send to all
Chief Probation Officers in their District. Ted reported that a goal is to
set up at least 2 training programs before the end of the year, one possibly
being the alcchol/drug addiction training with Indiana Wesleyan University.
Business:

Division Of Districts: Discussion was held concemmg the need to lock at
the division of the POPAT Districts, due to the increase in membership in
District 1, and if this increase warrants investigation into a possible
re—division of the District boundaries or possibly an additional District
Representative being added to the Executive Board. Tim Moriarty moved that
POPAI pay a reascnable cost for a list of Probation Officers fram the Indiana
Judicial Center. Jdhn Thorstad secorded. Unanimous vote. Mike Berg will
cbtain this list for the total number of Indiana Prabation Officers and then
check the membership list against the number of Prdbation Officers in each
county. Steve Eyrick moved that in the future POPAI then review the options
of re-apportioning the Districts or taking other action concerming the FOPAI
Districts. Tim Moriarty seconded. Unanimous vote,

POPAT Newsletter: John Thorstad reported he wants to have the articles
for the next POPAT Newsletter by the time of the ZAnnual Meeting. POPAT is
also locking for sameone to replace Jolm as the POPAT Newsletter editor.

American Probation and Parole Agscciation (APPA): Ruth White reported on
the APPA Liability training recently held in Indianapolis. John Thorstad
reported APPA will be holding training in Indianapolis conceming Teen Courts
in the Summer of 1995. John also reported on the possibility of APPA holding
their Annual Conference in Indianapolis in appraximately 3 or 4 years. A
board would need to be established to camplete the application process, bid,
ard solicit and show support for this Conference. John noted the Indiana
Correctional Association (ICA) is interested in serving on this board and
also being an Associate Member of APPA & he will be in contact with them
concerning this matter. John reported the APPA Conference will be held in
Chicago in July 1996.

ICA Fast Central Conference: POPAI has been approached about having a
table at the ICA East Central Conference to be held May 31, 1995 in Anderson.
A decision on this was tabled until the next meeting.

Annual POPAT Meeting: It was decided that due to the time restriction at
the Annual POPAL Meeting this year, only a business meeting will take place,
with no keynote speaker.

New Probation Officer Orientation: POPAI will be checking into what their
role is to be at the New Prabation Officer Orientation.

The Meeting was adjourned at 11:30 a.m.
