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Executive Board Meeting
November 8, 1995

Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 10:08 a.m.

Board Members Present: Thomas Hathaway, President; Timothy Moriarty,
Vice-President; Jean Franz, Secretary; Michael Berg, Treasurer; C.
Ted Ward, District 4 Representative; Wesley Wonderlin, District 6
Representative; Jamie Hayden, District 7 Representative

Board Members Not Present: Michael Hatch, District 1 Representative;
Thomas Tadros, District 2 Representative; Martin Stout, District 3
Representative; Tammie Wyss, District 5 Representative; Jim Brewer,
District 8 Representative; Tina Seacat, Past President

Secretary's Report: The September 13, 1995 Executive Board Minutes
were presented. Tim Moriart{ moved to approve the minutes. Ted Ward
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the November 7, 1995
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Jamie Hayden moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tim Moriarty
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:
Membership Committee: Mike Berg sent letters to Whitley and Monroe

Counties concerning memberships. The need for a corporate membership
brochure was discussed, and Ted Ward volunteered to prepare a
brochure. Following discussion regarding corporate membership
categories, Mike Berg moved that the Gold, Silver and Bronze
categories be discontinued and that a Corporate Membership fee of $200
be established, for which corporate members would receive listing in
the Corporate Corner of the POPAI newsletter, the POPAI membership
list, privilege to participate in training programs, complimentary
vendor booth space at the Probation Officer's Annual Meeting (if
possible, with Mike Berg to contact the Judicial Center concerning
this), and a list of the State's Chief Probation Officers; if a lesser
amount is paid, they would be considered a Contributing Member with
lesser benefits. Jamie Hayden seconded. Unanimous approval.
Education Committee: Ted Ward received positive feedback concerning
the Substance Abuse Treatment: It's Not Just For Drunk Drivers
Anymore! training held August 22, 1995 at Indiana Wesleyan University,
Marion. Ted and Mike Berg will review the income and disbursements
before determining the final profit. Ball State's Criminal Justice
Department has expressed interest in providing training, and other
agencies have expressed interest in co-sponsoring training. Ted
anticipates the next training program will be held in March 1996.
Legislative Committee: Tim Moriarty reported on the September 13, 1995
meeting with the Judge's Probation Committee which he and Thom
Hathaway attended, where areas of re-certification and attendance at
orientation for Probation Officers returning to the field, continuing
training/education, and a disciplinary committee were discussed. The
Judge's Probation Committee appointed a sub-committee to review these
issues. Later feedback is that the Judge's Probation Committee
appears to be in favor of continuing education/training and
re—certification, but not in favor of a disciplinary committee for
Probation. It was decided since POPAI may be contacted for further
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should contact the Chief Probation Officers in their district for
feedback before the next meeting. The Judge's Probation Committee
encouraged POPAI to not propose new legislation this year, but instead
to be prepared to react to any legislation proposed.

0ld Business:

Redistricting: A map and POPAI B{ laws insert reflecting the January
1, 1996, POPAI redistricting will be included in the POPAI newsletter.
POPAI Booth At ICA: Since the POPAI booth space at the ICA Conference
was not free, POPAI paid for the booth space and allowed another
company to provide the breakfast prior to the ICA Business Meeting.
POPAI Merchandise: Tabled in order to check on costs and quantity
price breaks. As POPAI magnets are needed for distribution to 1996
new members, Jamie Hayden moved that POPAI order 500 magnets at a cost
of $141. Tim Moriarty seconded. Unanimous approval.

New Probation Officer Orientation: POPAI did not participate in the
last Orientation, having not been contacted by the Judicial Center,
and therefore will contact them concerning future participation.

New Business:

Alcohol Bill Position Statement: Mike Berg spoke with Senator Wyss,
sponsor of legislation to lower the BAC from .10% to .08% for Driving
While Intoxicated, and provided information concerning this to POPAI
Executive Board members Mike recommended POPAI support this
legislation and reported Senator Wyss may attend the January Executive
Board meeting to discuss this matter. Concerning the information
presented and the impact of such legislation on Probation, Senator
Wyss, who plans to reintroduce this legislation in January, feels it
would result in an insignificant increase in the number of
probationers, noting many tests are much higher than .10%. Pros and
cons, and the information presented, were discussed, and it was
reported some Judges are opposed to the lower .08% BAC feeling the
difference between .08% and .10% is 1ns1gn1f1cant As the Executive
Board would like to obtain comments from the membership it was decided
that District Representatives should again request feedback when
contacting Chief Probation Officers concerning legislative issues.
Proposals: Thom Hathaway was contacted by Mike Hatch with requests
from district members concerning a study guide for the Probation
Officer Certification Exam, and a suggestion for a survey to determine
why a higher percentage of Probation Officers are not joining POPAI.
Concerning the study guide, it was reported George Walker of Marion
County has prepared a study guide and requests for a study guide will
be referred to him. Concerning the survey, Thom Hathaway prepared
such a survey in 1988, but perhaps an update of this survey would be
appropriate, which will be discussed at the next meeting to allow for
volunteers for preparation of a survey, which POPAI would support.
POPAI Newsletter: Thom Hathaway needs to receive articles for the next
POPAI Newsletter by December 1, 1995. Tim Moriarty will get the
newsletter mailing labels from the Judicial Center. Mike Berg moved
POPAI spend approximately the same as for past newsletter printing,
not to exceed past costs. Tim Morlarty seconded. Unanimous approval.
Executive Board Meeting Time: Mike Berg moved that future Executive
Board Meetings begin at 9:30 a.m. throughout the year. Jamie Hayden
seconded. Unanimous approval.
