September 13, 1995

Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Michael Berg, Treasurer
and Acting President, at 9:40 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The August 9, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Wes Wonderlin moved to approve the minutes with the
correction of including the new District 7 counties, rather than
listing the District 8 counties. Jamie Hayden seconded. Unanimous
approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the September 12, 1995
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Jim Brewer moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tom Tadros
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:
Membership Committee: Michael Berg reported he is still in contact

with Charter Beacon concerning corporate membership on a system-wide
basis, given the recent change of their Chief Executive Officer.
Education Committee: Wes Wonderlin reported on the training workshop
entitled Substance Abuse Treatment: It's Not Just For Drunk Drivers
Anymore! held August 22, 1995 at Indiana Wesleyan University, Marion,
which was attended by 32 people. Wes also distributed a report from
Ted Ward, Education Chair, reflecting the total income and costs,
indicating that POPAI has thus far shown a $117.60 profit, with
additional receipts still to be recorded. Wes reported that Ted Ward
is also in contact with Ball State University officials this date in
regards to training which they could provide.

Probation Officer's Advisory Board (POAB): No report submitted. Ted
Ward is to report at future meetings as to the status of Grant
County's review of the recent sex offender legislation, which is also
of concern to the Probation Officer's Advisory Board.

Legislative Committee: It was again noted that Thomas Hathaway,
President, and Tim Moriarty, Vice-President, are today attending the
Judge's Probation Committee concerning future legislative issues.

0ld Business:

Redistricting: Mike Berg distributed new POPAI district maps
reflecting the new boundary lines for redistricting effective January
1, 1996, which balances the membership numbers between the districts.

Rebuttal [etter To Article In The Indiana Defender: Wes Wonderlin
reported he is drafting a letter to present to the Executive Board as
a rebuttal to the article from the Indiana Defender entitled Probation
Officer Advocacy by Donald W. Pagos, LaPorte County Public Defender,
objecting to Probation Officers giving their opinions as to sentencing
in presentence reports.

POPAI Merchandise: No report submitted as tabled until next meeting.

New Business:
POPAI Booth At ICA Conference: Tom Tadros reported that Associations
will be allowed booth space at no charge in the corridor of the Grand
Wayne Center for the ICA Conference being held October 4, 5 & 6, in
Fort Wayne, which is where POPAI will then have a booth.
POPAI Providing Coffee And Rolls At ICA Conference: POPAI has been
approached about paying to provide coffee and rolls at the ICA
Conference prior to the October 6, 1995, ICA Business Meeting. Wes
Wonderlin moved that POPAI pay to provide coffee and rolls up to a
cost of a $300 limit., Tammlie Wyss seconded. The vote was 4 in favor
of this motion, with abstentions by Jim Brewer and Jamie Hayden.
Bonus To Doug Simmons: Discussion was held as to a bonus to be paid to
Mr. Simmons as a lobbyist/consultant to POPAI. 1In light of the extra
work performed by Mr. Simmons in his assistance to POPAI, Tom Tadros
moved that Doug Simmons be given a bonus of $750. Jim Brewer
seconded. Unanimous approval.
Legislation Lowering BAC: Discussion was held concerning Senator Wyss
sponsoring legislation that would lower the BAC from .10% to .08% for
Driving While Intoxicated arrests, and if POPAI would be in support of
this legislation and prepare a position statement of support. Wes
Wonderlin stated he would like to request a response from the
membership through the cover letters sent with the monthly
distribution of Executive Board materials to district members, in
articular requesting the benefits of such legislation versus the
impact on Probation caseloads. This was agreed upon with the matter
tabled until a later meeting in order to obtain responses from the
membership and to review the proposed legislation.
Executive Board Meeting Time: Discussion arose as to changing the time
of the Executive Board Meeting to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year. As
not all board members were present, this matter was tabled until the
next meeting.

Congratulations were also extended to Thom and Ann Hathaway upon
the birth of a son, Clarke, on September 6, 1995.

The Meeting was adjourned at 10:35 a.m.

Due to the ICA Conference being held October 4, 5, and 6 in Fort
Wayne, no POPAI Executive Board Meeting will be held in October;
however Executive Board members attending the ICA Conference should
assist in working at the POPAI booth, where matters of importance
could also be discussed.
