Secretary's Report: The March 13, 1996 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Ted Ward moved to approve the minutes. Tammie Wyss
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:

Legislative Committee: Tim Moriarty reported HB 1058 (concerning prior
felony convictions) did pass and has gone to the Governor for his
signature. Tim also presented the Proposal from the Judge's Probation
Committee regarding Probation Officer continuing education (calling
for 12 hours of continuing education per year beginning in 1997),
re-certification (calling for a $35 fee for re-certification after 5
years of not working as a Probation Officer), and disciplinary action
(calling for reports to the Indiana Judicial Center, record checks for
reappointment, and loss of certification for 5 years following felony
convictions), which will now go before the Board of Directors of the
Indiana Judicial Center at their May meeting. Tim also distributed a
proposed Schedule Of Minimum Salaries For Probation Officers For
Calendar Year 1997, concerning which a Public Hearing will be held on
May 16, 1996 from 1 00 p.m. until 2:00 p.m. in the Indiana Supreme
Court chambers on the third floor of the State House in Indianapolis.

Education Committee: Ted Ward reported on contact with Allan Henson
Chief Probation Officer of Vanderburgh Adult Probation Department,
concerning a training conference to be held August 8 and 9, 1996, at
the Fourwinds Resort and Marina, Lake Monroe, Bloomington, Indiana,
which "Fourwinds Conference" POPAI will assist with as a co-sponsor.
Ted presented a prototype of the brochure to be printed by Vanderburgh
Adult Probation Department and to be distributed by POPAI, and noted
that POPAI will also give a presentation at this conference. In order
to distribute this information as soon as possible, Wes Wonderlin
moved that POPAI mail the brochures to all Probation Officers in
Indiana, and cover the cost for printing, subject to reimbursement for
such printing from Vanderburgh Adult Probation Department. Jim Brewer
seconded. Unanimous approval. Ted Ward also reported he is still
working on the possibility of a joint training program with the Youth
