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Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 9:35 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The January 10, 1996 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Jim Brewer moved to approve the minutes. Mike Berg
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed a corrected copy of the
January 9, 1996 Treasurer's Report and the February 13, 1996
Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Ted Ward moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tammie Wyss
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:

Membership Committee: Mike Berg reported that 1996 POPAI memberships
are being received and praised the District Representatives in their
recruitment of members. The number of outstanding claims for
membership was also noted.

Education Committee: Ted Ward reported that on January 22, 1996 he met
with Dr. Smith at Ball State University concerning Ball State's
involvement in continuing education programs in affiliation with
POPAI. Ted will also be submitting a proposal/application to the
American Probation And Parole Association (APPA) for training and Mike
Hatch will assist him with the proposal/application. Ted will also
inquire about co-sponsorship of a Stress Program for Probation
Officers being presented by Meadows Hospital, and will contact IU
Northwest and the Youth Institute about co-sponsoring programs.
Legislative Committee: Tim Moriarty distributed copies and reported on
the following legislation: HB 1357 (Funding for welfare and child
services), which legislation is presently dead, but may still be
inserted in any pending legislation; SB 73 (School disciplinary action
which would allow a school to assign up to 120 hours of community
service work or juvenile court counseling), where it was noted that
this has a Republican co-sponsor, with concern about this legislation
havin? been expressed, as 1t would impact on Probation services with a
school assigning the agenda for a Probation Officer, and concerning
which POPAI wil? contact our Legislative Consultant, Doug Simmons; HB
1161 (A companion to HB 1250), wherein counties would set the budget
for community corrections programs through control of the county
general fund, which legislation is seen as a "back door attempt" to
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our Consultant; HB 1036 (State ethics laws) which has passed from the
House and is presently before the Ethics Committee; SB 23 (Protective
placements with relatives required to be addressed by Probation and
the Court), where the wording has been changed from "may" to “shall",
which legislation has been given a "Do pass”; SB 494 (Public finance)
and HB 1021 (Legislative oversight of rulemaking) concerning which
POPAT will contact our Consultant regarding possible impact upon
Probation. Mike Hatch will investigate legislation concerning child
protective services, which has been sponsored by Hatfield. Mike Hatch
also presented research information concerning policles 1n other
States regarding Probation Officer certificatlon, continuing
education, discipline, etc. It was noted that no action was taken
concerning these matters at the January 18, 1996 Judge's Probation
Committee meeting, with the matter tabled until their March meeting.
Election Committeée: Mike Berg distributed the Intent To Run For
Elective Office, which is to be distributed by the District
Representatives along with the POPAI minutes and is to be returned by
March 11, 1996.

0ld Business:

Payment To Consultant Doug Simmons: Having received billing from Doug
Simmons, POPAI Legislative Consultant, Mike Berg moved that POPAI make
the first of three $1,000 payments at this time. Ted Ward seconded.
Unanimous approval.

Training Program Payment: With final calculations having been made, it
was determined that the final profit from the August training program
was $100.04 for POPAI and $100.04 for Don Osborn, formerly of Indiana
Wesleyan University. Jim Brewer moved that POPAI pay the $100.04 owed
to Mr. Osborn. Tim Moriarty seconded. Unanimous approval.

New Business:

District 2 Vacancy: Thom Hathaway reported Tom Tadros has resigned his
position as District 2 POPAI Representative as of February 1, 1996, as
he i1s now employed with a computer consulting firm and is no longer
serving as a Probation Officer. It was decided that as District 2 is
one of the districts up for election in May, that district will be
filled during the regular upcoming election.

Miscellaneous: Scott Dawson of Greene County Probation Department
contacted his POPAI District Representative, Wes Wonderlin, and
reported that Greene County hired a consultant to set salary scales
for their county, which he will share with other Departments making
contact with him.

POPAI Annual Meeting: Tim Moriarty contacted the Indiana Judicial
Center to make arrangements for the Annual POPAI Meeting and POPAI
Election. Due to the hours of the Probation Officer's Annual Meeting,
the POPAI Hospitality Suite will be held after the close of the
meetings on Tuesday, May 14, 1996, with the Annual POPAI Meeting to be
held on May 15, 1996 at 8 a.m. Honorary Life Time Memberships will
also be awarded at that meeting. Tim was also advised that POPAI
would need to set up the POPAI table in the vendor's room on
Wednesday. Tim will contact Steve Wills concerning his compan
participating in or possibly hosting the Hospitality Suite. Tim may
also contact Senator Thomas Wyss about speakling at the Annual POPAI
Meeting.
