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Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 9:35 a.m.

Presentation By Senator Thomas J. Wyss Concerning Senate Bill 023:
Senator Thomas J. Wyss shared information with the Board concerning
his sponsorship of Senate Bill 023, legislation to lower the BAC from
.10% to .08% for Driving While Intoxicated. Senator Wyss reported
that this legislation did not pass from the committee of which he is
the chair, by a vote of 3-8, and shared that despite safety groups
being in support of this legislation, the alcohol industry is
vehemently opposed, and even though they support designated drivers,
whey do not support limitations on the driver. Senator Wyss reported
that prior to 1983, .15% BAC was the legal limit in Indiana, and that
Illinois, Michigan and Minnesota are proposing legislation to lower
the legal limit to .05%. Senator Wyss also shared that medical and
scientific research shows that .08% BAC is a standard level of
impairment, and that impairment is the main issue concerning this
legislation. Senator Wyss noted an Allen County, Indiana poll showed
that 60% of those polled favored lowering the legal limit to .08% BAC.
Senator Wyss noted that even though this legislation will not be
pursued further this year, support of such legislation by POPAI in the
future would be good exposure for POPAI. Commenting on concerns about
higher caseloads for Probation, Senator Wyss noted that studies in
other States have shown there is a significantly higher conviction
rate, and that death rates have dropped, but that there is no
significant impact on Probation caseloads. Senator Wyss noted this
was the 5th time in 6 years that he has sponsored this legislation,
with his sponsored leglslation concerning open containers passing in
1993, and that he will not give up concerning this legislation.
Senator Wyss also complimented Doug Simmons as the lobbyist/lobbying
consultant for POPAI, but noted that POPAI should also become more
active concerning the legislative process.

Secretary's Report: The December 13, 1995 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. MLEQ Berg moved to approve the minutes. Jim Brewer
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed the January 12, 1996

Committee Reports: )
Membership Committee: Mike Berg reported that 1996 POPAI memberships
are being received. o

Education Committee: Ted Ward reported the next POPAI training/
educational program will be held after March 1996, and that he is
meeting with Ba?l State representatives on January 22, 1996 concerning
their co-sponsoring some of the training/educational programs. Ted
will calcu?ate the final profit from the most recent training program.
Legislative Committee: Tim Moriarty reported that the Judge's
Probation Committee will meet on January 18, 1996 concerning the
issues recommended by POPAI including: 1.) Continuing education for
Probation Officers; 2.) Probation certification for those returning to
the field of Probation; 3.) Disciplinary action concerning Probation
Officers; and 4.) Record checks by the Indiana Judicial Center for
those re—appointed to serve as a Probation Officer. Research will
also be done to determine what such similar policies might be in other
States, which can be researched through the assistance of the American
Probation and Parole Association (APPA). Thom Hathaway commented on
the proposed legislation that placement of a juvenile with a relative
be considered by a Probation Officer, Caseworker, and/or the Court
prior to removal from their home, noting that specifically it requires
that placement with a blood-relative be considered and that Judges
would need to include in the order why such action was not taken.
POPAI, through Doug Simmons as our lobbyist/lobbying consultant,
continues to keep an eye on issues that may affect Probation.

New Business:

Election Committee: Jim Brewer moved that Mike Berg be appointed as
Chair of the POPAI Election Committee. Jamie Hayden seconded.
Unanimous approval. Jamie Hayden and Mike Hatch will also serve on
this committee.

American Probation and Parole Association (APPA): Mike Hatch reported
that the APPA Winter Training Institute will be held February 4 - 7,
1996 in Portland, Oregon, and that nominations are being taken for
awards to be gresented at that meeting. Mike also reported that a
grant is available through APPA for training on substance abuse and
education for Juvenile Courts, and that APPA will look at 6 to 10
programs and then formulate their training program based upon those
top programs. Mike further reported on a Leap Year Special presented
by APPA, allowing for a $10 membership discount for affiliation
members. Mike Hatch can be contacted for more information concerning
this information from APPA. Mike Hatch will also contact APPA for
research as to similar policies in other States concerning Probation
Officer certification, continuing education, discipline, etc.

POPAI Membership Benefits: Certificates will be ordered for those with
10 years of POPAI membership, to signify their ongoing membership.
POPAI Annual Meeting: Tim Moriarty will contact the Indiana Judicial
Center to make arrangements for the Annual POPAI Meeting and POPAI
Election, with POPAI Honorary Life Time Memberships to also be awarded
at that meeting. Senator Thomas Wyss may be contacted about speaking
at the Annual POPAI Meeting.

The Meeting was adjourned at 10:50 a.m.
