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Call To Order: The meeting, held in the City-County Building in
Indianapolis, Indiana, was called to order by Thomas Hathaway,
President, at 9:35 a.m.

Secretary's Report: The February 14, 1996 Executive Board Minutes were
presented. Ted Ward moved to approve the minutes. Mike Berg
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Treasurer's Report: Michael Berg distributed a copy of the March 12,
1996 Treasurer's Report, which reflected the following:

Checking $5,795.40
Total S6,444.54

Tim Moriarty moved to approve the treasurer's report. Tammie Wyss
seconded. Unanimous approval.

Committee Reports:
Legislative Committee: George Walker reported on legislation to use
juvenile probation user's fees to supplement juvenile referees, as was
reported to him by Jeff Berkovitz of the Indiana Judicial Center,
which was an addendum to a House Bill and which would open the door to
allow City & Town Courts to use probation user's fees for any Court
services. Upon learning of this legislation, POPAI was contacted as
was POPAI's legislative consultant, Doug Simmons, and contact was also
made with the Judge's Association concerning this tampering with
Erobation user's fees. Through these various contacts, this
egislation went into a conference committee via a dissenting vote,
and a compromise was reached to limit this legislation to Elkhart City
Court and oan to the end of the fiscal year. It was noted that POPAI
needs to watch the future impact of this legislation so that it does
not expand to allow for such use of probation user's fees for other
areas. Thom Hathaway also reported on SB 73 (School disciplinary
action which would allow a school to assign up to 120 hours of
community service work or Juvenile Court counseling), which was
amended successfully and passed with the Juvenile Court counseling
deleted from the wording, and that as an alternative the school would
assign counseling to an agency closely associated with the school,
upon parental approval, with a appropriate battery charge to be
referred to the Juvenile Court. Legislation concerning liability for
placement upon Probation Officers will apparently die in committee,
while SB 23 (Protective placements with relatives to be addressed) has
passed, as has HB 1036 (State ethics laws). It was also reported that
Doug Simmons' (POPAI's legislative consultant) office is moving with
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Board. It was also noted that on March 21, 1996, the Judge's
Probation Committee will be meeting and policies re%arding Probation
Officer certification, continuing education, discipline, etc. are to
be addressed at that meeting.

Education Committee: Ted Ward reported that he has been in contact
with the Youth Institute concerning a joint training program, and will
be submitting a written proposal to them for such. George Walker also
reported that Allan Henson, Chief Probation Officer in vVanderburgh
County, sponsors a Probation Officer's Retreat, and Ted will contact
Mr. Henson concerning POPAI's possible involvement in such a program.

Membership Committee: Mike Berg reported that 1996 POPAI memberships
continue to be received, and noted that membership is up, compared to
this same time other years.

Election Committee: Mike Berg distributed the Election Slate, which
will be distributed by the District Representatives along with the
POPAI minutes, which also contains instructions for requesting an
absentee ballot.

01d Business:

Annual POPAI Meeting: Thom Hathaway was in contact with Steve Wills of
Sentencing BAlternatives concerning co-sponsorship of the POPAI
Hospitality Suite at the Annual Probation Officer's Meeting in May.
Mike Berg moved that POPAI accept Sentencing Alternatives offer as
sole co-sponsor with POPAI of this Hospitality Suite. Tim Moriarty
seconded. Unanimous approval. Contact will be made with Mr. Wills
concerning this, and a location for the Hospitality Suite will be
reserved. The POPAI Hospitality Suite will be held after the close of
the meetings on Tuesday, May 14, 1996, with the Annual POPAI Meeting
to be held on May 15, 1996, at 8 a.m.

New Business:

New POPAI Merchandise: Decisions were made concerning new POPAI
merchandise to be purchased and made available for sale at the Annual
Probation Officer's Meeting and Annual POPAI Meeting in May, with a
$300 limit set for the purchase of blue embroidered POPAI hats, 60
blue POPAI tee-shirts in larger sizes, 30 POPAI sweatshirts in larger
sizes, and 45 blue POPAI golf shirts in larger sizes, with Tim
Moriarty moving that these items be purchased in the designated
amounts. Mike Berg seconded. Unanimous approval. Older stock will
also be ligquidated through sales at the meeting.
