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GUEST SPEAKER: INDIANA STATE SENATOR TOM WYSS
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The Annual Meeting of the Probation Officers Professional
Association Of Indiana, Inc. was held on May 15, 1996, at the
Convention Center in Indianapolis, Indiana. Vice-President Timothy

Moriarty welcomed the approximately 70 members in attendance.

Secretary Jean Franz presented minutes from the May 12, 1995
Annual Meeting, while Treasurer Michael Berg presented the Treasurer's
Report reflecting financial assets as of December 31, 1995 to be

$3,419.91.

The slate of nominees for election were introduced as follows:
President - George M. Walker, of Marion Superior Court Probation
Department; District 2 - Eric Zimmerman, of Allen County Adult
Probation Department; District 4 - C. Ted Ward, II, of Grant County
Correctional Services; District 6 - Wesley J. Wonderlin, of Vigo
County Probation Department; District 8 - K. Allan Henson, of
Vanderburgh County Probation Department - Adult Division. As there
were no candidates for Secretary, nominations were taken from the
floor, with Ruth White of Fountain County Probation Department being
nominated. With no further nominations from the floor being made,
nominations were then closed. BAs there were no contested races, a
voice vote from the floor was taken, affirming the election of all

candidates.

An Honorary Life Membership Award and Plaque were presented to
Ernie J. Dalton, former Chief Probation Officer of Cass County
Probation Department, now retired, and an avid supporting member of
POPAI, having been instrumental in the founding of the Probation

Life Membership Award was also presented to former POPAI President,

Tina Seacat, in recognition of her years of service to POPAI.

Guest speaker, Indiana State Senator, Tom Wyss, spoke about his
sponsorship of Senate Bill 023 —- legislation to lower the BAC from
.10% to .08% for Driving While Intoxicated. Senator Wyss noted that
14 States already have such legislation, and that .08% BAC can be an
incentive to reduce and deter repeat offenders. Senator Wyss shared
medical and scientific research showing that .08% BAC is a standard
level of impairment, and that studies in other &tates have shown there
is no significant impact on Probation caseloads with such legislation.
Senator Wyss noted that penalties for Leaving The Scene Of An
Accident, accidents involving injury or death, legislation concerning
repeat offenders, mandatory sentences for Operating While Intoxicated
offenses, and zero tolerance laws were all increased in this past
legislative session, all in an effort to deter repeat offenders.
Senator Wyss stated that the main efforts of such legislation is to
educate the social drinker, and to deal with the problem drinker,
especlially in light of new techniques to deter alcohol abuse, such as
antabuse, ignition inter-lock, etc. The Senator shared statistics
showing that traffic accidents involving alcohol is the leading cause
of death for those under the age of 21, a statistic which lead him to
take a pro-active stance in this area. Senator Wyss also encouraged
POPAI to become pro-active, for Probation Officers to join POPAI as
their professional association, and asked that POPAI join him in his
mission in this area of legislation. Questions to Senator Wyss were
then also taken from the floor, during which Senator Wyss noted the
emphasis on education for the general public in this area, and also

‘ in with alcohol abuse, is presently a significant and expanding

legislative topic.
